NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Elementary Handbooks 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Dr. Peters, to approve the following out-of-state/overnight field trip requests:

The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Long-Term Math Substitute 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mr. Hock seconded, to approve Jacquelyn Burke as a long-term math substitute at Bloomsburg Middle School, effective 8 September 2010, at a daily rate of $75.00.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Time Change for Personal Aides

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve extending the leave of absence for Bloomsburg Middle School Learning Support Teacher Kristen Beyer, with a return date of 3 January 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Alt Ed Liaison  
Mrs. Crawford made the motion, which Dr. Peters seconded, to approve Bloomsburg High School Assistant Principal Stephen Bressi as the Bloomsburg-Central Columbia Alternative Education Program Liaison for the 2010-2011 school year, at a stipend of $1,500.00.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Acceptance of School Director Resignation 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Crawford, to accept the resignation of Bloomsburg Area School District Director Dennis Kuczynski, effective 8 September 2010.  An affirmative voice vote was taken.  
Approval of Half-Time Health & Physical Education Teacher 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve Gary Nettles II as a half-time health and physical education teacher at W.W. Evans Elementary School, retroactive to 24 August 2010, at Step 1 Bachelors and a pro-rated salary of $17,763.00, and with pro-rated benefits as per the negotiated contract.  After Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Middle School Principal 
Mr. Hock made the motion to approve Marc Freeman as the Bloomsburg Middle School Principal, at a pro-rated annual salary of $69,000.00 and with pro-rated benefits as per the Act 93 Agreement, effective 8 September 2010.  After Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Professional Staff Leave of Absence 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve a leave of absence for Bloomsburg Middle School Art Teacher Autumn Rosini, effective on or about 20 December 2010 until 30 March 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Teacher for Science Vacancy 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mr. Hummel seconded, to approve David Bittner as a long-term high school science substitute for the 2010-2011 school year, at Step 1 Bachelors and an annual pro-rated salary of $35,526.00, with no benefits, effective 8 September 2010.
