MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors was called to order at 7:03 p.m. on Monday, 15 November 2010, in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Crawford, Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. Brent Hock, Mr. Justin Hummel, Mr. David Klingerman Jr., Ms. Cristina Mathews, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, and Mr. Thomas Tobin.  Dr. Francis Peters was absent from the meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Dr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.  
Others present were:  Ms. Rachel DeFrain, Ms. Stephanie Kessler, and Mr. Michael Lester.  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 
At this time, no visitors wished to address the board.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Mr. Hummel the motion to approve the minutes of the 18 October 2010 regular monthly meeting and the 1 November 2010 special meeting and work session, as presented.  Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the financial reports for October 2010, and Mr. Hock seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable 

Ms. Mathews made the motion to approve the bills payable for 19 October 2010 – 15 November 2010, ranging from check #00028729 – check #00028907, including wire transfers totaling $268,674.51, in the amount of $997,306.37.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Crawford, and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mrs. Rupp moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund for 19 October 2010 – 15 November 2010, ranging from check #00001667 - #00001670, totaling $64,045.22.  Mrs. Crawford seconded the motion, which then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
REPORTS 

Superintendent’s Report 

Dr. Curry shared with the board a presentation on cyber charter schools.  The presentation contained concerns that superintendents in the Heartland Coalition have regarding cyber schools, including the varying tuition rates charged to school districts and the lack of accountability on the part of the cyber school.  
Dr. Curry reported that he’d been in contact with Penn Wind Company from Sunbury, Pennsylvania to inquire about solar energy alternatives for Beaver-Main Elementary School and the roof of Bloomsburg Middle School.  He also reported that he’d received quotes from three other businesses, aside from The Architectural Studio, for writing specs for the middle school window project.  The quotes were:  The Architectural Studio, $18,000; Hiller, $15,200; Larson Design Group, $16,830; and Susan McGarry, $17,800.  Board members requested that Dr. Curry have representatives from Penn Wind and Hiller make presentations at the 8 December 2010 work session.

Approval of Real Estate Tax Exemption
