SUPERINTENDENT’S MONTHLY UPDATE – Dr. Osborne
Goal 1
· Summer School is off to a good start.  More details will be available at the August meeting.  150 students are in the Jump Start program, 39 students are enrolled in the Credit Recovery online course.
· Harassment, intimidation and bullying training has been done with all administrators.

· Technology curriculum and 6th grade mathematics grouping is being presented later this evening

DISCUSSION

2011-12 State Aid – Dr. Osborne
Superintendent Osborne expressed his appreciation for the comments made regarding additional state aid and explained in detail the recent history of cuts and restoration of state aid.  He noted that not voting on where to appropriate the funds tonight gives the Board time to deliberate and involve the community.
Dr. Osborne’s comments were followed by a discussion among Board members.

District Goals – Dr. Osborne
Dr. Osborne introduced the discussion of District Goal 2, Objectives A and B, indicators 1 and 2, as well as Objectives C and D.
Board recessed at 10:22 p.m.

Board reconvened at 10:34 p.m.

Mr. Giles introduced the discussion of District Goals 3, which was followed by a discussion among Board members.

Mrs. Daugherty introduced the discussion of District Goal 4, which was followed by a discussion among Board members.

Annual Agenda

Committees will discuss among themselves and with the superintendent to come up with work plans.

2011-12 School Calendar

The calendar has been changed to include a third snow day and movement of graduation day [revised calendar on file in Board Secretary’s office].

Communications, Engagement & Outreach Committee – Mr. Giles
The committee is working on a response system that would automatically notify a sender that their email has been received by the Board and Board members also would have the option of responding individually. He will present a more formalized plan at the August meeting.

Sixth Grade Math Grouping Recommendation – Dr. Osborne
Dr. Osborne addressed the subject of micro-leveling, acceleration in math, and course sequence, noting that a student needs to be in level 5 math in eighth grade in order to be able to take calculus in senior year.  An unusually high number of accelerated students in sixth grade explains why fewer students become accelerated as they move into seventh grade. The recommendation is to continue to place students as was done this year.

Middle School Technology Curriculum – Dr. Wilson
Dr. Wilson gave a brief update explaining that the focus for sixth grade is social responsibility and ethical use of the internet, programming languages and web-authoring tools; for seventh grade, Computer Aided Design (CAD); and for eighth grade, television production. Students may continue to explore these electives in high school.

Dr. Payne-Parrish suggested that due to the extensive number of policies on the agenda, in Ms. deKoninck’s absence, the reading of all the policies scheduled for today be postponed until the August meeting.
Dr. Osborne indicated that most were second readings and he was prepared to answer any questions.

After School Program Update – Dr. Osborne
The YMCA will now run the district’s After School Program.  A new agreement will be created, but in the meantime the YMCA will honor the agreement and maintain employees from the previous After School Program that was run by the Township of Maplewood.
