1. Introduction: essay begins with a clever and engaging introduction that transitions smoothly to a thesis.

2. Thinking: the essay is anchored by an original, compelling, and clear thesis that generates a logical “flow” of ideas (topic sentences).

3. Evidence: the essay provides a skillful blend of paraphrase and strong textual evidence with large and thorough blocks of analysis.
4. Diction: the essay uses loaded language to appeal to pathos and “signal verbs” that indicate analysis.

5. Transitions: the essay provides smooth transitions within paragraphs as well as between paragraphs.

6. Art: the essay strategically places artfully composed sentences (big 4) that use syntactical or figurative devices.

7. Conclusion: the essay “frames” the conclusion by referring in a subtle way to the introduction and bringing the essay full circle.
