	Teaching Examples

	Example:  Roger climbs to the top of the slide using the stairs and slides down using the slide (instead of the opposite).
Non Example:  Lucy finds Linus’ kickball at the end of recess.  She kicks it away toward the soccer field and lines up to go inside.
Example: You use a jump rope during recess and you return it to its place when you are finished.


	Kid Activity

	1. Students make a chart of pieces of property, their proper uses, and the proper place to return them when they are finished using them.
2. Each student pretends to be a piece of property and writes or draws how they want to be treated and respected.


	After the Lesson

(During the Day)

	1. Students share examples of when they treated equipment with respect.
2. Students discuss why it’s important to put things away after using them.
3. Students respect all property in the classroom by putting it all in the proper place.
