1.  An annual meeting to explain our federally funded programs to parents/guardians will

5.  Parents/guardians will receive the Title I Home /School Involvement Compact. This 

     form - developed by teachers and parents/guardians - lists ways the school staff, 

     parents/guardians, and students will share responsibility for improved student 

     achievement. This form will be explained either in person or during a telephone 

     conference with each family.

6.  Parents/guardians and/or teachers will schedule a conference or make contact by 

     phone any time they have a need to discuss their child’s progress, growth or any 

     concern regarding the Title I program.

7.  Teachers will provide materials and suggestions to parents/guardians to assist them

     with helping their child at home. 

8. The district’s reporting system should be used as an additional way to monitor the

    student progress.

9.  Packets providing reinforcements activities for the summer will be sent home with 

     each child.  These will include a letter explaining the packet and activities.

10. At the end of the school year parents/guardians will be asked to complete a survey.

      This form will give parents/guardians the opportunity to tell what areas were the 

      most effective and which areas might need adjusted in our Title I programs. This 

      survey will be used as the basis for adding or deleting elements for the next year’s

      Title I program.

11.  When the Pennsylvania’s Parents Advisory Council provides materials or news- 

       letters, these materials will be distributed in a timely manner.

12.  Title I parents will be made aware of parent activities such as PTO and other

       parent meetings and activities through the school monthly calendar that is sent

       home with the students.
