Jr-Sr High School Library with President Armstrong presiding and the following members 
present:   Bob Bennie, George Bieber, Michael Duda, Caryn Emiliani, Barbara Fedor, Linda 
Joyce, Charles Maurer, and Mary Antoniacci McHugh.  
Also present were Paul M. Brennan, Joseph Surridge, and Attorney Raymond C. Rinaldi, II.

Motion by Linda Joyce, seconded by Mary Antoniacci McHugh to approve minutes of June 6, 

2016 Regular Meeting and to dispense with the reading and accept as delivered.  Roll call vote:
