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Purposes of Curriculum Compacting

· Provide challenge and differentiated learning
· Avoid teaching students what they already know
· Enrich or accelerate the core curriculum

· Provide opportunities for new learning with time earned by demonstrating mastery on a pre-assessment
· Integrate personalized learning

Curriculum Compacting

Curriculum compacting is a three-step process implemented by the teacher for students who have mastered portions of the core curriculum.
Steps for Curriculum Compacting

Assessment:

· Identify learning targets for lesson or unit
         (What do they NEED to know?)

· Pre-assess students on one or more of the identified learning targets before beginning instruction. Use pre-test, summative assessment, most difficult first, or other data.
Identification and analysis of needs: 
· Identify students who have mastered the learning targets or who have the potential to master them at faster than normal pace (93%)
· Determine when identified student(s) will be required to participate in pull back instruction or quick instruction, if necessary
· Grade on grade level summative assessments, not enrichment
· Analyze whether identified students need enrichment or acceleration

· Notify parents of differentiation plan if Tier II or III
Provision of Alternative Learning Experiences:

· Explain alternative learning activities to students (extension menus, RAFT, computer based programs, independent study, small group investigations, accelerated work, mentoring)
· Conference to discuss student expectations and progress, 
due dates and evaluation of learning
· Evaluate student work (vary the audience: class, small group)
**Keep evidence of strength area, enrichment and evaluation
“Think Abouts” for Curriculum Compacting

· Core curriculum standard(s) upon which compacting will be based
· Summative assessments for grade book- Common Assessments
· Provision for student challenges 
· Teacher-selected tasks and student-selected tasks
· Criteria to be used in evaluating student work
· Working conditions for students: where, when, with whom 
· Expectations, timelines and due dates

Enrichment/Acceleration Options for Curriculum Compacting
· Extension menus
· Independent investigations

· Alternative texts that provide challenge (small group/flex groupings)
· RAFTs
· Accelerated curriculum activities

· On-line computer programs, iPad apps (IXL, TTM)
· Mentoring
