	Course Description:

	This course is designed to provide students with an in-depth level of instruction at an accelerated pace. This year in Algebra I, students will gain a better understanding of functions as they compare/contrast linear, quadratic, and exponential functions. The course will also enhance students’ critical thinking and problem-solving skills which provide the foundation for real world problem solving. By taking this course, students will learn the necessary concepts of Algebra that will prepare them for future math classes and for the new TNReady TCAP test for Algebra I. The TNReady TCAP test will measure student understanding of our current state standards in Algebra I. The focus of the test will not be on basic memorization and test-taking skills. This test is a new way to assess what our students really know. Student performance in this class will have a substantial impact on how well they will perform on the TNReady Test and in future math courses, so students are expected to be alert and involved every day.

	Classroom Procedures/Routines

	Unless you are told otherwise; the following will be our daily routines​.
· ​Be on time and go to your assigned seat​.

	Classroom Rules

	· Arrive to class on time.
Being on time doesn’t mean breezing through the door right as the bell sounds. It means being at your desk and ready to go when class begins. Don’t be tardy!
· No smartphones, tablets, or other personal devices when class is in session.​
Under no circumstances should phones be used during class time otherwise, they will be confiscated and held until the end of class.
· Take care of out-of-classroom responsibilities before and after class​.
Make sure you get everything you need out of your locker before class. The time in-between classes are also good for using the restroom or taking care of any other personal needs. Limit asking for a Hall Pass to those situations that absolutely can’t be avoided.
· Class lasts until the bell sounds.​
Don’t start packing up until class has ended. You may want a jump start on getting to your next class, but this action can distract the class.
· Always behave in an honorable fashion: no cheating.​
Any time a student is caught cheating or copying another student’s work, whether it be homework or an exam, the student will be sent to the principal’s office, and their parents will be notified. Cheating is never a good idea, and if you need extra help in a certain area, ask for help.
· Be polite in your manner and speech​; Treat others with respect.
Use appropriate language and tone. We adhere to a zero-tolerance when it comes to bullying of any type. Always conduct yourself politely and respectfully, whether interacting with fellow students, teachers, or classroom aides. There is never a good reason to be rude or belligerent in the classroom or elsewhere.
· No eating in the classroom.
· Be ready to learn. Completed all assignments as instructed.

	Grading Policy

	MAKEUP WORK

	After each absence, students have two days to bring a note from their parent(s)/guardian(s) to excuse the absence. All makeup work must be completed after school. -up work occurs during a nine-week period. Students should make every effort and be afforded the opportunity to make up work missed due to excused and unexcused absences. In the event of an excused absence, students are expected to make-up work missed within a reasonable time (e.g., at least one or more days of make up for each day of excused absence). In the event of an unexcused absence (including short-term suspensions), one day of make-up shall be allowed for each day of unexcused absence (unless otherwise extended by the school or extended based on law or policy), beginning the day after the student’s return to class. For example, if a student misses Thursday and Friday of a week and returns to school on Monday, the student has Tuesday and Wednesday to complete make-up work and work is due on Thursday.
