Macbeth Project Choices: 
1. Using either act 1 scene v or act 1 scene vii, rewrite Macbeth and Lady Macbeth’s entire conversation using modern text messaging language, emojis, gifs, etc. Include a line-by-line comparison, i.e. 
Act 1 scene vii, line 36-37: Lady Macbeth- Was the hope drunk wherein you dressed yourself?

2. Using the Storyboard website, create a storyboard to visualize a scene in the play. Include textual evidence (quotes from the text) to explain each panel. 

3. Analyze, memorize, paraphrase and perform the short speech “Tomorrow and tomorrow and tomorrow creeps in this petty pace (p. 341, Act V, Line 19-28).......  Analyze the text. Rewrite it in your own words. Present to the class or to me privately.

4. We don’t get to see just how Lady Macbeth goes crazy. We can imagine why, but we don’t know how long it took for her to go completely mad. Write three diary entries, a paragraph each, explaining in her voice what is happening in her mind. Try to use small pieces of Elizabethan English in your diary, i.e. “thou,” “thine,” “would’st,” etc. Study how she speaks throughout the play (when she is “normal” and after she loses or mind). 

5. Group: in a group of two or three choose a scene from the play to re-enact live in front of the class. Lines must be memorized. Read and annotate the scene (independently) and write it in your own words (modern language). The scene must be performed in your own words. 
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
