	Engage in a Nearpod collaborative board where students post Enlightenment ideas and how they influenced the American Revolution, followed by a class discussion.

	Class Discussion with Visual Aids
Nearpod Integration: Use Nearpod's "Draw It" feature to present a chart or infographic showing the distribution of land and taxes among the social classes in pre-revolutionary France.
Process: Guide students through interpreting the chart, discussing the economic pressures faced by each class. Encourage them to think about how these pressures might have contributed to social unrest.

	Activity: Political Causes Reflection and Analysis
Nearpod Integration: Use the "Open-Ended Question" feature for a focused writing task.
Prompt: Ask students to write a concise analysis (5-7 sentences) of one political cause of the French Revolution, such as the Estates-General and the lack of representation for the Third Estate. They should explain how this political structure created dissatisfaction and contributed to calls for reform.
Instructions: Encourage students to consider the role of political inequality and the demands for more equitable representation. They can also reflect on how these political issues intersected with economic struggles to amplify revolutionary fervor.
	Independent:   Quick Reflection and Analysis

Highlight why this event is pivotal, mentioning its role in sparking revolutionary fervor and challenging the monarchy's power.
Outcomes (1-2 sentences):
Briefly discuss an immediate outcome, such as the empowerment of the people or the symbolic victory over tyranny.
