	Literacy-Based DO NOW: 
This literacy-based activity should be ready for students to begin working on upon entering class. Students should have an opportunity to read, write, and/or speak.
	Read a brief excerpt from the Magna Carta and write a paragraph reflection on what limits they think a government should have and why.  
	Display a modern news article about government power or citizen rights.  students will write about how historical documents like the English Bill of Rights might still be relevant today.
	Students will complete a Venn-Diagram with what they think are similarities and differences between the Magna Carta and the English Bill of Rights.

	 Watch a short video clip about the impact of the Magna Carta and the English Bill of Rights on modern democracy.
Ask students to write how they think these documents have shaped our understanding of rights today.

	Provide students with a historical quote or excerpt related to government limits or individual rights (e.g., a quote from a founding father or a notable historical figure about liberty).
Students will write what they believe the quote means and how it relates to the concepts of the Magna Carta and the English Bill of Rights.
