	Lecture on the main ideas of the Enlightenment:
Rationalism and reason as the foundation of knowledge.
Key thinkers: John Locke (natural rights), Montesquieu (separation of powers), Rousseau (social contract), and Mary Wollstonecraft (women’s rights).

Science: Explain and Elaborate

	Analyze the painting The Slave Ship by J.M.W. Turner (from Unit 5 - The Enlightenment.pdf). Discuss: How does this painting reflect Enlightenment ideas about human rights?
	Class discussion: Compare the goals of the American, French, and Haitian Revolutions. Ask: How were these revolutions similar? How were they different?
