Task:  identify at least three key events or trends, using classroom resources to support their timeline. Encourage students to include both continuities and changes.
Discussion: After 15 minutes, groups present their timelines. Discuss how these events illustrate both continuity and change, allowing students to fill in gaps in their understanding.
