Missed quizzes will result in a zero.  To compensate for legitimate absences or tardiness, I will offer redemption quizzes.  I will not give quizzes on test or lab days. These quizzes will be considered part of your “assessment” grade.

Notebooks:
Each student must keep a binder for this class divided into sections.  On or near the last week of each quarter, notebooks will be collected for a grade.  Students may choose to organize their notebooks in a variety of ways, but they must include sections for notes, handouts, “Do Nows” & graded work, labs, and quizzes/tests.  Your notebook will be considered your “portfolio” grade.
