Goals

1. All students entering high school will have an opportunity to select a smaller learning community based on their needs and educational aspirations.

2. District graduation rates will increase to more than 75% from the present 50%.

3. At least 85% of students taking each of the NJ HSPA assessments will reach or exceed the state reference for reading, writing, and mathematics.

4. Violent incidents will decrease by 25%.

5. Incidents of substance abuse will decrease by 20%.

6. The number of students taking the SAT will increase by 25%.

7. SAT scores will increase by 10%.

8. The number of required disciplinary actions taken will decrease by 25%.

9. Average attendance for the high schools will increase to more than  90%.

Mission

Academies allow us to provide greater choice in public education.
