Comm. Moody:  Ladies and gentlemen, this month we are going to change the order just a little bit.  The next item of business is going to be the Public Comment session.  Before we go there, last month we had a meeting where in our presence we had some public city officials and others, as well as women in the audience who I sincerely respect and believe should be treated as ladies at all times.  We had some ministers here and we had some children.  I regret very much that those individuals had to witness the language that was used by myself.  As we attempt to go through the agenda this month, each individual will be afforded three minutes per person and five minutes per organization.  We ask that you please confine yourselves to the time allotment.  You will be notified and if there is a bell, please begin wrapping up your comments.  We want to hear from you and we want to know what you have to say but please adhere to our guidelines.  Please step up.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Mr. Bilal Hakeem:  My name is Bilal Hakeem and I have been a Paterson resident all my life.  I am here tonight speaking as an employee of the Absolute Security Network, the security company that the Board of Education has contracted in the district.  Before I start, I would like to say that I wish not to be misleading nor to be misled.  I do hope that we can get some clear answers from the Board of Education who has contracted this company.  In the newspaper last week, the Board of Education Superintendent Edwin Duroy was quoted as saying that they are not responsible for the wage policies, or Pat Charmers.  I believe that the Board of Education has to have a more responsible role in these contracts.  Even though the state mandated bidding process is set a certain way, I think it needs to be revisited and we need to know what steps have to be taken to see that it is done because the present bidding process appears to be a prescribed way of exploitation with validation.  Even though you trimmed down the Board guards that you had and brought in a private company to cut costs, we still believe that the Board of Education needs to take a more active role considering the fact that times have changed and the cost of living continues to rise.  When a company comes before you, there should be a higher standard.  I do believe that the bidding process should and can be revisited.  The operating manager, Ken, from Absolute Security was quoted in the paper as saying that the $7 wage is based on what the Board gave them.  I want to ask this one question before I go on.  Dr. Duroy, what is the operational budget of the Board of Education?

Dr. Duroy:  I am not sure I understand the context.  Every year we do have a budget.

Mr. Hakeem:  I am asking how much money is in that budget.

Dr. Duroy:  We have over $325 million.

Mr. Hakeem:  $325 million?

Dr. Duroy:  Yes.

Mr. Hakeem:  With that type of budget, we should be respected because we do a good job in the district.  We do no less of a job than the guards who are hired by the Board of Education.  I think this needs to be revisited.  It says that the contract has a clause that requires a benefit package from December of 2000.

Comm. Moody:  Please wrap it up.

Mr. Hakeem:  I don’t think that was three minutes.

Comm. Moody:  Yes, sir.

Mr. Hakeem:  The spokesperson Pat Charmers mentioned almost a quarter of a million dollars that she said she wasn’t sure was earmarked.  Was that money paid out?

Mr. Ryglicki:  If I can have a moment of your time, I think I can explain to you on the side about what happened.

Dr. Duroy:  Counsel will meet with you to go over the response.

Mr. Hakeem:  But I think we really need to discuss it in public.  I could have gone to the side and spoke to someone before this meeting.  The purpose of coming to the meeting and making public comments is because I want to know whether or not it was paid.  She said she wasn’t sure and in today’s paper they said they didn’t see the clause.  They overlooked that – over a quarter of a million dollars.

Dr. Duroy:  Let me assure you that the Board will not overpay any of the contracts.  If they did not provide you with the benefits, we are not going to pay for something they didn’t provide.  The Board did, in fact, include in the document benefits which the security guards had not received prior to this.  In our communications recently with the company, we have made it clear that the contract calls for benefits for the individuals.  But I can assure you that we are not going to overpay them for items that were not delivered.

Mr. Hakeem:  I do think that the Board of Education does not need to allow Absolute Security Network to have the discretion on its own because they have proven already that they don’t follow through.  There needs to be some oversight of what is going on.  Although the paper quotes, and I am not trying to be disrespectful…

Mr. Ryglicki:  Excuse me, sir.  I was going to give you the information but your time is up.  We need to proceed.  I am still going to meet with you to give you the information.

Mr. Hakeem:  I am going to meet with you but there are other people here who are willing to waive their time to let me just finish what I was saying.

Comm. Atallo:  Is there a reason why we can’t explain to the gentleman publicly—so that everybody could hear it?

Mr. Ryglicki:  It's my understanding that what had happened was when we bid the contract,  we awarded the contract with benefits. 

Mr. Hakeem:  What did those benefits entail?

Mr. Ryglicki:  Your health benefits—whatever was discussed over all these meetings.  

Mr. Hakeem:  We don't know.  We work for the company and we don't even know.  That's why I'm asking you.  

Mr. Ryglicki:  Okay.  Well if you want to come down I'll give you a copy of the specifications.  I don't have them here.  Again, the idea we awarded a contract wherein benefits were to be given to you.  At the same time we increased the number of security personnel provided by your company.  The Board of Education was paying a higher bill thinking that we were paying for the benefits part of it.  But they were billing us for the extra personnel.  That has now been worked out.  I understand they are in the process of reinstating your benefit package with your company.  If they don't do it then get back to us and we can get in touch with them.  

Mr. Hakeem:  I hear what you are saying.  But the only thing I asked was that the date that you said that, that clause was put in when you renewed the contract—since that time.

Mr. Ryglicki:  If you contact Dr. Duroy's office or the Law Department, my office will get you that information.

Mr. Hakeem:  I left my house to get the answer tonight.  

Mr. Ryglicki:  But we don't have it here.  

Mr. Hakeem:  You don't have it here?  You don't know?

Mr. Ryglicki:  The specifications aren't here.  They're at the Board office.

Comm. Atallo:  Mr. Chairman, point of order.  The specifications are public record and they'll be available to anybody so you can get a copy and if you have any questions follow-up with the administration.  If you don't get an answer, call us and we'll find out.

Mr. Hakeem:  This is the same thing that has been going on since we've been coming down here.  It's just brushed off and we're not allowed to ask certain questions that we just want to know.  Not coming here to disrupt the meeting.  
It was moved by Comm. Davis, seconded by Comm. Vergara that the public comment portion of the meeting be closed.  On roll call all members voted in the affirmative.  The motion carried.
