Grammar  
1. Identify parts of speech including, but not limited to: subordinate clauses, active vs. passive voice, paralleling, subordinate clause, participle, gerund phrases, and infinitives  
a. Passive versus Active Voice

The ball was hit by Don. (passive)

Don hit the ball. (active)
**Gerunds – using verbs to act as nouns in a sentence.

b. Example – Walking is my favorite activity.

In the above sentence, the word “walking” is a gerund because it is a verb that is being used as a noun. Reading to baby Nick is my favorite nighttime activity. “Reading to baby Nick” is the gerund phrase.
c. Subordinate/Dependent Clauses- dependent upon an independence clause in order to function as a complete sentence

i.  Since I read the book, I knew the end of the story.

ii.  Before I went to the store, I asked my mom what we needed.

iii.  Before, who(m)ever, since, although, because, after, though, if, etc.
d. Infinitives- verbs that have the word “to” placed before them

i. Example- To go to the store, To hit the ball into left field, To sing a song.
e. Indefinite Pronouns

i.  Anybody, everybody, nobody, one (as in “an individual”)
f. Verbal- a verb form that functions as a noun, an adjective, or an adverb. It can also be a gerund or an infinitive.

g. Tenses must match
i.  Working, writing, singing (present progressive)

ii.  sang, drank, stopped (past tense)
iii.  work, sing, write (present)

iv.  will sing, will read, will write (future)

h. Who versus Whom

i.  Who- subject form of the pronoun “Who wrote this terrible book?”

ii.  Whom- object form of the pronoun “To whom should I give this present?”

iii.  When in doubt, substitute “he” and “him” (Should I give this present to him? Did he write this terrible book?)
