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Promotion Requirements
Students must earn the following minimum number of credits in order to be promoted to the next grade.

Class Rank, Grade Point Average
Class rank will be computed by a weighted QPA, excluding Physical Education, Driver’s Education, Band and Chorus.  The students having the highest and second highest quality points average during his/her school period, excluding grades in the courses listed above, and shall be recognized as Valedictorian and Salutatorian, respectively.
A student may serve as Valedictorian or Salutatorian if he/she has attended the respective high school for his/her entire senior year.  Grades obtained from any school during the high school period will be entered into the aggregate compilation of the Valedictorian and Salutatorian recognition.
All courses for which students are given credit will be used in computation of Grade Point Average (GPA).  In computing the GPA, if a subject is failed and not repeated, the grades recorded will be used in computing the GPA.  If a subject is failed and repeated, the highest semester grade will be used in computing the GPA.
HONORS AND ACCELERATED COURSES***

Dual Credit (DC)
 • Students must have a B (3.0 on a 4.0 scale) grade point average to take dual credit (DC) courses.
 • Dual credit courses which are taken through local colleges must be pre-approved by a college or university, the Mississippi Department of Education, and the school principal. 
• In establishing students' class rank as determined by quality point average (QPA), students will only be allowed to count eight (8) dual credit courses. Students may take dual credit courses from a state-accredited institution for QPA purposes. If a student has taken more than eight (8) dual credit courses, regardless of where taken, the courses calculated into Quality Point Average (QPA) will be the eight (8) dual credit courses with the highest averages. All dual credit courses will count in the grade point average (GPA) calculation. Only dual credit courses included on the Mississippi Department of Education (MDE)approved course list will count in determining class rank.
 • Weight of dual credit (DC) courses will be the same weight as Advanced Placement (AP) classes. • Dual credit (DC) courses will award credit based on one (1) high school credit per three (3) credit hour college course successfully completed.

Language Arts

ENGLISH I **	Credit:  1	Grade Level:  9
This course stresses composition and literature experiences designed to develop and strengthen more highly developed reading and writing skills.
 
Pre-AP English I**		Credit: 1		Grade Level: 9
Pre-AP English 1 focuses on intense reading, writing, and language skills that are relevant to students' current work and essential for students; future high school and college coursework. Texts take center stage, preparing students for close, critical reading and analytical writing. The course trains readers to observe small details in a text to arrive at a deeper understanding of the whole.  It also trains writers to create complex sentences- building this foundational skill en route to sophisticated, longer form analyses. Students will be mastering the art of writing analytical essays throughout the course with grading weighing heavily on writing skills and assignments.  This Pre-AP course is intended to serve as preparation for advanced studies in higher-level English courses with extremely limited emphasis on Standardized Testing (English 2 State Test). Higher-level courses include: Pre-AP English 2, Dual Credit English Composition I and II, AP Language, AP Literature, AP Capstone English Course Program, and IB English 3 and 4.  

WORLD LITERATURE **	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 10
This course is designed to sharpen students’ grammar, writing, and literature skills in preparation for the End-of-Course English 10 test.  Students taking this course will spend the entire year preparing to take the EOC test.  This course is only offered in combination with English 10.

ENGLISH II **	Credit:  1	Grade Level:  10
This course is designed to develop effective and appropriate communication skills as reflected by the competent use of expressive language skills.  Students must pass the English 10 State Subject Area Test to graduate. Prerequisite: successful completion of English 9.

Pre-AP English II**	Credit:	1	Grade Level: 10
Pre-AP English 2 is a writing-intensive course that requires students to apply the practices of close observation, critical analysis, and the appreciation of the author's craft to an array of nonfiction and literary texts in a student-led, group and discussion-based learning environment. As readers, students become aware of how writers manipulate language to serve their purposes.  As writers, students compose more nuanced analytical essays while never losing sight of craft and cohesion. This Pre- AP course is intended to serve as preparation for advanced studies in higher level English courses such as Dual Credit English Composition I and II, AP Language, AP Literature, AP Capstone English Course Program, and IB English III and IV.  Students enrolled in this course must also take and pass the Mississippi State English II Assessment.  Passing this assessment is a graduation requirement for the state of Mississippi.  The Pre-AP English II curriculum does not emphasize state test prep or multiple choice practice as heavily as English II. With this in mind, students who opt to take Pre-AP English II should feel confident in their ability to master testing strategy without the emphasis on testing strategy and multiple choice practice that English II will provide. 

ENGLISH III ** 	Credit:  1	Grade Level:  11
This course provides a chronological study of American literature and is designed to develop communication skills, appreciation of a variety of genres, techniques of literary criticism, and proficiency in using individual writing styles. Prerequisite: successful completion of English 9 and 10.

ENGLISH IV **	Credit:  1	Grade Level:  12
This course provides a study of the evolution of English literature with an emphasis on critical analysis, research, and diverse forms of writing.  Prerequisite: successful completion of English 9, 10, and 11.

ESSENTIALS FOR COLLEGE LITERACY		Credit: 1		Grade Level 12
For seniors with ACT subscore of 15-18 in English. It meets remediation requirements of 80 average for all IHL and some CC.  The SREB Readiness Course, titled Literacy Ready is an innovative, dynamic course built to help students master the literacy skills needed for three core subject areas—English, social science, and science.  Literacy Ready consists of six units: two in history, two in English, and two in science. Content of the discipline is at the forefront of the curriculum, while disciplinary literacy skills are emphasized through reading and writing assignments based on the content. Units are focused on truly understanding how to read and interpret texts in the discipline on a college level.  They are designed to be used as steppingstones, with the first module in each subject less rigorous and demanding than the last.	English Language and Literature	

DC COMPOSITION I (E3) (Can substitute English III or English IV) **
Prerequisite:  ACT score of 17 on English, complete college application, fee
Grade level:  11 (3.5 GPA required) or 12 (3.0 GPA required)
Credit:  3 hours college credit, one high school English credit earned, the course is a weighted honors course in your H.S. GPA. This course is designed to meet the needs of students whose skills in written communication require some standardization. Emphasis is on basic English grammar through varied writing assignments with a review of mechanics, sentence patterns, and correct usage.

DC COMPOSITION II (E3) (Can substitute English IV) **
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Eng. Comp I with a B, course fee, 3.0 GPA
Credit: 3 hours college credit; one high school English credit earned; the course is a weighted honors course in your high school GPA.  Emphasis on British and American writers with a focus on responding to written works.

JOURNALISM 	Credit: 1		Grade Level:  10-12 
Digital Media Technology I encompasses the foundational skills necessary in the digital media industry. Content such as safety, ethical issues and production, photography, graphic design, and print production will be offered to students. The audio production portion of the course emphasizes real-world, hands-on practice. Students will receive two Carnegie units upon completion of the course.	

CREATIVE WRITING **	Credit: .5      Grade Level: 9-12
Students will compose poems, personal descriptive and narrative essays, and short fiction.  This course affords an opportunity for self-expression, promotes critical thinking, expands the imagination, and develops the use of figurative and literal language.

MS WRITERS	Credit: .5       Grade Level: 9-12
The Mississippi Writers course focuses on the state's rich literary heritage through the study of poetry, fiction, nonfiction, and drama. The course identifies major sources and themes of twentieth century and contemporary Mississippi writing. The student will recognize the contribution of Mississippi writers, such as William Faulkner, Eudora Welty, Richard Wright, Willie Morris, Anne Moody, etc., to twentieth century American writing and recognize that Mississippi writing is an expression of a particular place that achieves universality.

DEBATE ** 	Credit: 1     Grade Level: 10-12
This course provides instruction in how to acquire, analyze, and evaluate information in order to organize effective arguments, and it provides practice in making those arguments. Skill in debate helps the individual to think logically, clearly, and quickly, and it helps a student to identify flawed reasoning and argue persuasively.  Students are required to speak in front of the class frequently in this course.




MATHEMATICS
Course Placement will be determined by previous assessments and previous course performance.

ESSENTIALS OF HIGH SCHOOL MATH 	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 9
This math course is designed to transition students from middle school to high school math and build their math skills.  Select students will take this math course before moving into the year-long Algebra sequence.

FOUND OF ALGEBRA 	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 9
The primary purpose of this course is to provide a basis for curriculum development for students in need of substantial support prior to taking Algebra I.  The content of this course focuses on equations, inequalities, functions, polynomials, geometry, and statistics as well as the standards of mathematical practice. 

ALGEBRA I	Credit: 1 	Grade Level: 9-10
The fundamental purpose of this course is to formalize and extend the mathematics that students learned in the middle grades. Because it is built on the middle grades- standards, this is a more ambitious version of Algebra I than has generally been offered. Instruction focuses on five critical areas: (1) analyze and explain the process of solving equations and inequalities: (2) learn function notation and develop the concepts of domain and range; (3) use regression techniques; (4) create quadratic and exponential expressions; and (5) select from among these functions to model phenomena. 

ALGEBRA I HONORS **  Credit:1	Grade Level: 9
Prerequisite: A or higher in Math 8, Advanced on the state exams, teacher recommendation
 This course will cover real numbers and their properties, linear equations and inequalities, and systems of equations.Students enrolled in this course will have to take and pass the state assessment for Algebra 1 in order to graduate.

GEOMETRY **	Credit:  1	Grade Level:  10-12
Prerequisite: Algebra I
This course will include the understanding of shapes and their properties emphasizing real world applications.  There will be work with two and three dimensional figures and the development of spatial skills.  Deductive and inductive thought processes are covered while logical reasoning is utilized.  This course counts as one of the math credits that is higher than Algebra 1 needed to graduate. 

GEOMETRY HONORS (E1) ** 	Credit:  1	Grade Level: 10
Prerequisite:   85%+ in Algebra 1 and teacher recommendation
The topics covered in Geometry will be covered in this class emphasizing formal proof and theory. In addition, some trigonometry and solid geometry will be included.  Students planning to take higher level math courses who can handle the challenge of a harder workload are recommended to take this class. It counts as one of the math credits required for graduation that is higher than Algebra I.

ALGEBRA II **	Credit:  1	Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite:  Algebra I 
This course is an extension of Algebra I.  Students will develop the ability to communicate mathematically, problem solve, reason and generalize, and make mathematical connections.  The complex number system will be introduced as well as basic trigonometry.  Probability and statistics concepts will be extended.  This course counts as one math credit required for graduation that is higher than Algebra 1.

ALGEBRA II HONORS (E1) ** 	Credit:   1  Grade Level 10-11
Prerequisite:  85 average Alg. I and teacher recommendation
This course includes all of the same topics covered in Alg II, but at a more intense pace and in greater detail.  This course is recommended for students who will be taking higher level math courses and can meet the challenge of a heavy workload.  This course counts as one math credit required for graduation that is higher than Algebra I.
ADVANCED MATH PLUS (E2) ** 	Credit:  1   Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite: Algebra 2 and Geometry
This course contains the objectives of Pre-Calculus.  Algebra 3 prepares a student to be successful in Calculus either in high school or the college level.  A student will develop analysis skills within this course.  Students will explore and illustrate the characteristics and operations connecting sequences and series, analyze, build, and manipulate functions using different representations, extend the domain of trigonometric functions, model periodic phenomena, prove and apply trig identities, and apply fundamental properties of probability.

DUAL CREDIT TRIGONOMETRY (E3) **	Credit:  1   (Plus 3 college credits) Grade Level:  12 (3.0 GPA required)
Prerequisite: Algebra 3, 19 Math ACT
This course includes trigonometric functions and their graphs; trigonometric identities; trigonometric equations; radian measurement; solutions of right and oblique triangles; inverse trigonometric functions; applications.

CALCULUS (E2) ** 	Credit:  1   Grade Level:  12
Prerequisite: Algebra 1, Algebra 2, Geometry, AP PreCalculus;  Dual Credit Trig is recommended 
This course focuses on the mathematics of change. The major focus is on differential and integral calculus. The use of graphing calculators and other technologies are major components of the course.  

DUAL CREDIT COLLEGE ALGEBRA (E3) ** 	Credit: 1 	Grade level:   11 or 12
Prerequisite:  Algebra II, an ACT score of 19 on the Math subsection, complete college application, fee
This course includes inequalities; functions; linear and quadratic equations; and system of equations   

ESSENTIALS FOR COLLEGE MATH ** 		Credit: 1		Grade Level: 12
Prerequisite: ACT score of 15-18 on Math subsection
Meets college requirement for College Algebra prerequisite course if needed due to low ACT Math subscore. This course is required by colleges and universities if a student does not have a 19 on the math subsection of the ACT.  After successfully completing this course with an 80, a student is eligible to enroll in College Algebra.

AP PRECALCULUS (E3)
AP Precalculus is a 6.0, rigorous course that centers on functions modeling dynamic phenomena. This research-based exploration of functions is designed to better prepare students for college-level calculus and provide grounding for other mathematics and science courses. In this course, students study a broad spectrum of function types that are foundational for careers in mathematics, physics, biology, health science, social science, and data science. The topics explored in this class include Polynomial and Rational Functions, Exponential and Logarithmic Functions, Trigonometric and Polar Functions, Functions Involving Parameters, Vectors and Matrices. 
Students will be required to take the AP exam in May.

AP CALCULUS AB (E3)
AP Calculus AB/BC is a course based on content  established by the College Board. AP Calculus AB/BC is primarily  concerned with developing the students’ understanding of the  concepts of calculus and providing experience with its methods and  applications. The course emphasizes a multi-representational  approach to calculus, with concepts, results, and problems being  expressed graphically, numerically, analytically, and verbally. The  connections among these representations are also important. Big  Ideas include: (1) limits; (2) derivatives; (3) integrals and the  Fundamental Theorem of Calculus; and (4) series. Technology should  be used regularly by students and teachers to reinforce the  relationships among the multiple representations of functions, to  confirm written work, to implement experimentation, and to assist in  interpreting results. The content of AP Calculus AB/BC is designed to  qualify the student for placement and credit in a course that is one  course beyond that granted for AP Calculus AB. Most colleges and  universities will grant two semester’s credit for a score of 3 or better  on the AP Calculus BC test.
Students will be required to take  the AP exam in May.



SCIENCE
Course Placement will be determined by previous assessments and previous course performance.

FOUNDATIONS OF BIOLOGY 	Credit: 1		Grade: 9-10
This course will provide students with a survey of Biology with an emphasis on the methods of science.  This course is designed for students who require additional exposure to scientific principles. 

BIOLOGY I (Honors is available and counts as an E1) **	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 9-10
This course is an introductory, laboratory-based course designed to relate basic information about living organisms, the structure and function of cells, cell organization and reproduction, genetics and the organisms' role in the environment. Concepts are reinforced with practical applications that reflect the real world. Students are required to pass the State Subject Area Test in Biology for graduation. 

PRINCIPLES OF AGRISCIENCE 	Credit: 1		Grade Level:9-12
This course serves as an introduction to the sciences, technologies, and applied practices of the progressive agriculture/agriscience industry. Emphasis is on an active learning environment enriched with technology- and science-based applications. The course focuses on providing an opportunity for students to explore the different fields of the agricultural sciences and develop foundational skills and knowledge needed for advancement in other courses and programs.

PHYSICAL SCIENCE ** Credit: 1   Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite: Algebra 1
Physical science will provide opportunities for students to develop an understanding of physics and chemistry through lab-based activities, mathematical expressions, and concept exploration. Concepts covered in the course include structure of matter, chemical and physical properties and changes, kinematics, dynamics, energy of waves, electromagnetic spectrum, electricity and magnetism. Lab work will allow students to observe and analyze situations in physics and chemistry as they relate to physical laws and concepts.

HUMAN ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY (E2) **	Credit:  1	Grade Level:  10-12
Prerequisite:  80%+ in Biology
This laboratory-based course is a biochemical survey study of the human form and function.  It can be a basis of study for any student wishing to go  into  a  health-related profession or simply to give general information relevant to a person's health and well-being.

EARTH AND SPACE SCIENCE **	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 10-12
Earth Science is an introductory, laboratory-based course designed to explore the Earth and universe.  Topics include the composition of the Earth; weathering; plate tectonics; fossils; oceanography; atmospheric phenomena; the water cycle; and planetary and star systems.

MARINE SCIENCE I AND II (E1) ** 	Credit: 1		Grade Level:  10-12
Prerequisite:  Biology
Marine Science is a field-based course that investigates the biodiversity  of  saltwater  and  freshwater  organisms, including their  interaction  with their  physical  and  chemical environment.   

ZOOLOGY (E1) **  	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite: 75%+ in Biology
In  Zoology  the  diversity  of  animal  life  is explored, with emphasis  on  evolutionary relationships  and animal's interactions with their environment.

GENETICS (E2)	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite: Biology
A laboratory based course that explores the principles of classical and molecular genetics.  
Having completed chemistry will support greater success in this course. 
CHEMISTRY (E1) 		Credit: 1		Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite: 75%+ in BOTH Algebra I and Biology
This laboratory-based course is designed to foster an understanding of the structure of matter and the properties linked to its structure. The laboratory component serves as a means for students to directly observe chemical changes and to test chemical series. Emphasis is placed on improving problem solving skills.

PHYSICS (E2) ** 		Credit:  1	Grade Level:  11-12
Prerequisite:  80%+ Biology and Algebra 2
This  is  a  laboratory-based  course  that  introduces  broad physics concepts, problem-solving, and the investigation of matter-energy relationships.

FORENSIC SCIENCE 	Credit: 1		Grade Level 11-12
Prerequisite:  Biology and Chemistry 
This course provides high school students with hands-on training in collecting, analyzing, and documenting crime scene evidence. Curriculum often includes fingerprinting, DNA analysis, blood spatter interpretation, ballistics, and forensic anthropology, preparing students for careers in law enforcement or criminal investigation.	
	
DUAL CREDIT GENERAL BIOLOGY W/LAB (E3) **
Prerequisite: Chemistry, fee
Credit: 1 (Plus 4 college credits)	Grade Level 11 (3.5 GPA required) or 12 (3.0 GPA required)
This course covers the major themes of biology, the scientific method, chemistry relevant to biological systems, cell processes including photosynthesis and cellular respiration, cell division, genetics, and molecular genetics.




SOCIAL STUDIES

INTRO TO WORLD GEOGRAPHY **	Credit: .5	 Grade Level: 9-12
This course provides the ability to use basic tools such as maps, charts, tables, and graphs, and the knowledge of the general characteristics of regions of the world.

MISSISSIPPI STUDIES	Credit:  .5	Grade Level:  9-12
This course is designed to foster appreciation for the state and its culture.  The content will include the geographic, historic, economic, political, and social events that have contributed to the state's development.

AP HUMAN GEOGRAPHY (E3) 	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 9
This course introduces students to the systematic study of spatial patterns and processes that have shaped human understanding and the use of alteration of the Earth’s surface. Topics include populations, cultural patterns and processes, political organization of space, industrialization and economic development, agricultural and rural land use, and cities and urban land use.  
THis course meets the graduation requirement for World Geography.
Students must pay for and take the AP exam in May.

UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT **	Credit: .5	Grade Level:  10-12
This course provides an understanding of the foundations of the U.S. Government and outlines the duties and responsibilities of citizenship. It provides a knowledge base of the three branches of government and relates the study to current issues.

ECONOMICS **  	Credit: .5	Grade Level:  10-12
An awareness of the relationship of world economic systems is developed by this course.  The American economic system and its impact in a global setting will be traced.  An understanding of individual finances to world economic organizations will be taught.

AP UNITED STATES HISTORY 	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 10-11
The scope of this course covers U.S. history from the 1490s to the present  — an analysis of U.S. history from exploration and colonization to  contemporary America. Intensive reading and writing are required.  Emphasis is placed on analysis and synthesis levels of thinking. This  is a college level course, preparing students for the AP exam in U.S.  History. Class will feature lecture, discussion, extensive outside  readings, objective and essay tests. Research assignments  are required. 
Students will be required to take the AP exam in  May.

UNITED STATES HISTORY **		Credit:  1	Grade Level:  11
This course develops knowledge of political, economic, cultural, and military history of the United States. It provides experiences to gain an appreciation of our American heritage and encourages an interest in current affairs.  Students must pass the U.S. History Subject Area Test to graduate.

WORLD HISTORY ** 	Credit:  1	Grade Level:  12
This course provides an understanding of change and develops an awareness of the interdependence of the Modern World.  An appreciation of the differences of people and cultures and their worth is stressed.

DUAL CREDIT WORLD CIVILIZATION I** (E3)(replaces world history) 	Credit: 1		Grade Level:  12
Prerequisite: 3.5 GPA
This course explores the evolution of human civilization from the earliest societies through the Catholic Counter Reformation of the 16th century.  This course will be offered in an online format




CAREER AND TECHNICAL
These courses often have more requests than seats available.  Because of this, selection is based on grades, attendance, and discipline.  An application must be submitted during the application window.  JCTC will alert ECHS counselors of who has been accepted into the various programs.

BUSINESS, Marketing, and Finance I		Credit: 2		Grade Level: 10-12
This course begins with an introduction to business and marketing fundamentals, communication and interpersonal skills, and professional development for continued education, training, and careers in business management. Major topics of study in this course are business, economic, entrepreneurship, business law, and personal finance. Students will develop skills toward meeting requirements for the Microsoft Project Skill Standards for Microsoft Office Specialist Certification. This course will also count for the required Economics credit.

Business, Marketing, and Finance II		Credit: 2		Grade Level: 11-12
Prerequisite: Business, Marketing, and Finance I
Management is the second year of a 2-year program for students in Business: Management, Marketing, and Technology Pathway. The course focuses on business management and the development of an extensive business plan that will encompass all areas of business, including communication, procedures, operations and security, information, and applications needed in order to operate a successful business. Students will continue to develop educational, career, and professional plans in the area of business management.

MEDICAL PROGRAMS I (E1) 	Credit:  2	Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite: Biology and Instructor Approval
This course covers health career exploration, safety, standard precautions, and responsibilities of the healthcare provider. Students are introduced to medical terminology and documentation, basic patient care procedures, and anatomy and disease states. This course will meet the health requirement.

MEDICAL PROGRAMS II (E2)	Credit:  2	Grade Level: 11-12
Prerequisite: Medical Programs I
This course focuses more specifically on various careers in health care.  Content covers safety, infection control, growth and development, personal care, mental health, physical exams, employment skills, medical imaging, and pharmaceutical agents.  Extensive time is spent in several health care facilities shadowing various health care professionals.  You will receive 2 science credits.

TEACHER ACADEMY I (E1)		Credit:  2	Grade Level: 10-12
This course is designed to attract students to the field of education, to provide information and field experiences relevant to pursuing a degree in education, and to prepare students for the rigors of a career in education so they will remain long-term educators.  The Teacher Academy pathway includes classroom and hands-on experiences that will prepare students for employment for continuing education in the education field.

TEACHER ACADEMY II (E2)		Credit:  2	Grade Level: 11-12
Prerequisite: Teacher Academy 1
Provides students with the opportunity to gain advanced skills needed to enhance them as learners, teachers, and communicators.  Students receive advanced hands-on field experiences.

AUTOMOTIVE SERVICE TECHNOLOGY I	Credit: 2		Grade Level: 10-12
Students will receive instruction in safety, measurement, basic automotive service, brakes and electrical service.

AUTOMOTIVE SERVICE TECHNOLOGY II	Credit: 2		Grade Level: 11-12
Prerequisite: Automotive Service Technology I
Students will receive instruction in engine performance, steering, suspension, and advanced electrical/electronic systems.  This course will prepare students for an entry level position in the automotive repair and service industry, or for entry into a postsecondary Automotive Technology Program.
CONSTRUCTION I		Credit: 2		Grade Level: 10-12
This is a basic course teaching fundamentals of safety, tools, math, and basic carpentry, electrical, masonry, and plumbing skills.

CONSTRUCTION II		Credit: 2		Grade Level: 11-12
Prerequisite: Construction I
A continuation of Construction I and provides advanced instruction and practical application preparing students for employment or continued education in the occupations of carpentry, electrical wiring, masonry, or plumbing.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY I (E1) 		Credit: 2		Grade Level: 10-12
This program is designed to provide the basic foundation, skills, and knowledge for computer networking.  The program will provide hands-on experience in computer systems support and skill network setup, maintenance, and application.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY II (E2)		Credit: 2		Grade Level: 11-12
Prerequisite: Information Technology I
Students will receive the skills necessary to prepare for certification exams and will learn how to develop, support, and integrate computing systems, acquire network planning and management skills, and provide technical support.

INTRODUCTION TO WELDING I 	Credit: 2		Grade Level: 10-12
Students complete study in occupational orientation and safety, advanced SMAW, semi-automatic arc welding, gas metal arc welding, and flux-cored arc welding, gas tungsten arc welding, carbon arc cutting principles and practices, plasma arc cutting, and employability skills.

ADVANCED WELDING	Credit: 2		Grade Level: 11-12
Perquisite: Introduction to Welding I
This curriculum is designed to prepare the student for entry level employment in the field of welding and fabrication.  Students will complete study I occupational orientation and safety, basic math, introduction to blueprints (welding symbols), hand and power tools, oxy/fuel operations, and shielded are welding (SMAW).

INSTRUMENTATION AND CONTROLS I 	Credit: 2		Grade Level: 10-12
Instrumentation I emphasizes basic safety, employability and communication skills, math, hand and power tools, drawings, materials handling, instrumentation materials, lubricants, sealants, cleaners, fasteners, and tubing.

INSTRUMENTATION AND CONTROLS II	Credit: 2		Grade Level: 11-12
Instrumentation II is an in-depth study of instrumentation safety, tools, instrumentation math, drawings and documents, electrical systems, gaskets, O-rings, packing, steel piping, and hoses. The course should be taken after the student has successfully completed Instrumentation I.

ELECTRICAL I and II:	Credit: 2		Grade Level: 10-12
This program equips individuals for careers or further education in the electrical sector. The curriculum focuses on skill development that aligns with the NCCER certification standards.



P.E., CONSUMER SCIENCES, & OTHER ELECTIVES

CHILD DEVELOPMENT 	Credit:  .5	 Grade Level:  10-12
Students are prepared to understand the developing child from the prenatal period through early childhood.

FAMILY DYNAMICS	Credit: .5	Grade: 9-12
The focus of the course is to provide knowledge and skills to grow as individuals and assume responsibility for the demands and challenges involved in maintaining a healthy family.

NUTRITION AND WELLNESS	Credit:  .5	Grade Level:  9-12
This  course  focuses  on  food  and  nutrition  science, safety and sanitation, consumer information  and food preparation, social and multicultural protocol, and careers.

HEALTH 		Credit:  .5	Grade:  9-12
This course focuses on the relationship that exists between optimum physical, mental, and social wellness.   Emphasis is placed  on  decision-making  skills  to  help  prevent  disease, improve  the  overall  quality  of  life,  and  cope  with  the challenges of a technologically challenging world.

JROTC 1, 2, 3, & 4 (Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps) 	Credit: 2		Grade: 9-12
The course objective is to "Motivate Young People to be Better Citizens." Air Force JROTC teaches leadership values of Loyalty, Duty, Respect, Selfless Service, Honor, Integrity, and Personal Courage. Components of this course will include first aid, marching, military courtesy, physical training, and other military related areas. Grades are computed based on examinations, reports, uniform wear, and physical fitness training. Cadets must display a good attitude and be willing to respond positively to peer leadership. No military obligation after graduation is incurred. JROTC 1 and 2 combined meets the graduation requirement for PE. JROTC 3 and 4 combined meets the graduation requirement for health.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION	Credit: .5	Grade Level: 9-12
This course is designed to provide the knowledge, skills, and activity opportunities to allow students to acquire a desirable level of physical fitness. In addition students are given opportunities in team sports, individual/dual sports, and lifetime activities. The students also participate in the President's Physical Fitness Challenge.

SAFETY EDUCATION	Credit:  .5	Grade Level:  9-12
This course prepares the student for optimum growth in safety awareness.   Areas included are introduction to safety, hurricane  preparedness,  CPR,  first  aid,  fire  presentation, firearm  safety,  home  safety,  boat  and  water  safety, travel safety, and self-protection.

DRUG EDUCATION 	Credit: .5	Grade 9-12 
This High School drug prevention curriculum provides students in grades 9-12 with the drug abuse knowledge and skills necessary to make healthy decisions and resist the pressure to use drugs and say no to drugs.

DRIVER’S EDUCATION 	Credit: .5	Grade 10-12
PREREQUISITE: LEARNER’S PERMIT or Driver’s License 
Students will work through a variety of avenues to become better prepared low risk drivers. Students will be taught instruction in a 30 hour classroom setting with topics and lessons such as Highway Transportation System,  MS. Motor vehicle laws and many more. Students will also spend 6 hours of in car instruction behind the wheel driving on a variety of roads and in multiple traffic settings. 

PSYCHOLOGY  ** 		Credit: .5	Grade Level:  10-12
This course provides an introduction to the nature of psychology and outlines the stages of human growth and development.  The creative thinking process and individual development are stressed. CPC Elective

SOCIOLOGY **	Credit: .5	Grade Level:  10-12
This course of study examines society, the role of social institutions (including the family, church, and school), how change occurs in society, the socialization process, gender roles, race and ethnic relations, marriage and family life, social movements, and one's role in society. 
FINE ARTS

VISUAL ARTS **	Credit: 1		Grade Level:  9-12
This course is designed to provide an opportunity for creative and intellectual development through learning in the Visual Arts.  Students will experience hands-on activities that will develop their skills in drawing, painting, design, color theory, and artistic expression.  Students will review major periods of art history to gain critical understanding of art styles and qualities.

CERAMICS 1**	Credit: .5	Grade Level: 10-12
Prerequisite: Visual Arts
Ceramics/Pottery courses engage students in learning experiences that include the historical and cultural context of ceramics, aesthetic inquiry, and creative production. Students develop knowledge of ceramic techniques and processes with an emphasis on creative design and craftsmanship. Experience may include clay modeling, hand building, coil building, casting, and throwing on the potter's wheel. Students develop a working knowledge of kiln firing and glazing techniques. Students balance experimentation and safety, freedom, and responsibility while developing and creating artwork. NOTE: For schools to offer Ceramic courses they must have a working kiln for firing and glazing student's ceramic/pottery artworks. 

CERAMICS 2**	Credit: .5	Grade Level:  10-12
Prerequisite: Visual Arts and Ceramics 1
Ceramics/Pottery courses engage students in learning experiences that include the historical and cultural context of ceramics, aesthetic inquiry, and creative production. Students develop knowledge of ceramic techniques and processes with an emphasis on creative design and craftsmanship. Experience may include clay modeling, hand building, coil building, casting, and throwing on the potter's wheel. Students develop a working knowledge of kiln firing and glazing techniques. Students balance experimentation and safety, freedom, and responsibility while developing and creating artwork. NOTE: For schools to offer Ceramic courses they must have a working kiln for firing and glazing student's ceramic/pottery artworks. 

DRAWING**	Credit: .5            Grade Level 10-12
Prerequisite: Visual Arts
This course provides a strong foundation in drawing using various media and techniques, with a focus on drawing from life. Students learn the fundamental processes of artistic expression and study both historical and contemporary art. Students develop knowledge in two-dimensional art forms rendered in wet and dry drawing media, with an introduction to black and white and color techniques. 

PAINTING**	Credit: .5            Grade Level 10-12
Prerequisite: Visual Arts and Drawing
This course teaches students historical and contemporary art and artists from a global perspective. They learn fundamental processes and skills in painting using various media and techniques. The course focuses on creating meaningful works of art by observing and interpreting the environment. Students develop their artistic styles by following or breaking from traditional conventions. The course continues to develop a portfolio of work and covers a broad range of painting media, techniques, and processes. It builds upon prerequisite courses and applies knowledge of production, critical analysis, history and culture, aesthetics, and connections between the visual arts and everyday life. The content aligns with Mississippi CCR Arts Learning Standards.	

GENERAL MUSIC **	Credit:  1	Grade Level:  9-12
This course allows students to explore and experience multicultural and diverse of music to broaden their musical knowledge.  Students cover a wide range of topics and are required to finish with a working knowledge of the arts.

CHOIR I and II **	Credit:1		Grade 9-12 
Students focus on good vocal production and performance. There are several performances and/or contests throughout the semester. Attendance is required at all events. Several different styles of music will be performed. 

BAND **		Credit:  1	Grade Level:  9-12
Prerequisite:  Teacher Selected
This performance-based instrumental music group is for students interested in continuing to play a band instrument and perform in public. Students participate in various school functions (games, assemblies, etc.). Special after school rehearsals are necessary.

THEATER  I	Credit:   .5	 Grade Level 9-12
An introduction to the world of theater, covering its rich history and fundamental terminology. Students will explore basic improvisation techniques, develop skills through skit work, and perform individual monologues to build confidence and stage presence.

THEATER II 	Credit:   .5	Grade Level 9-12
Prerequisite: Theater 1
A continuation of theatrical study emphasizing collaborative group scene work and advanced stagecraft. Students will engage in live performances before audiences, refining their acting skills and learning the dynamics of working as an ensemble on stage.

KEYBOARD/PIANO	Credit: 1		Grade: 9-12
Students will learn the basic notes and keys of the keyboard and learn beginner level music pieces.  

DUAL CREDIT MUSIC APPRECIATION (E3)**  	Credit: 1        Grade Level: 11
Prerequisite:  Complete application, course fee
This course provides an in depth look at music genres, history, and fundamentals.

DUAL CREDIT ART APPRECIATION (E3)- Located at VHS** 	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 12
The course is designed to give the student thorough listening and written work,  the ability to understand, appreciate, and evaluate music of western culture.  
Course fee: $160

FOREIGN LANGUAGE

SPANISH 1 (E1) **		Credit:  1                 Grade Level:  9-12
This course is an introduction to the Spanish language.  Basic vocabulary and basic grammar structures are
presented.  The student will begin to develop skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  A good understanding of the structure of the English language is extremely important.

SPANISH 2 (E2) **		Credit:  1                 Grade Level:  10-12
Prerequisite: Spanish 1
This course is a continuation of the study of Spanish for the intermediate student.  The basic language skills of
listening, speaking, reading, and writing are developed.  This course emphasizes the study of grammar so students will be able to pursue the study of the language on a more advanced level.

French 1(E1)**	 	Credit: 1		Grade Level: 10-12
This course emphasizes the fundamentals of reading, writing, listening, and speaking the French language. Students will also study the culture of  Francophone countries.
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
