Boarding the Bus )

Be patient

Wait for the bus to come to a complete stop and the
door to open fully before approaching.

Watch your step

The first step up onto the bus is taller than a stair step.
Look down to ensure solid footing on the first step.

Use the handrails

Riders should use the handrails when boarding to
help prevent slips and falls, especially in wet or
snowy weather.

Take a seat

Proceed directly to a seat and make sure all
belongings are out of the aisle. Students should sit in
their assigned seats.

Safe crossing

Students crossing the
street should do so
several large steps in
front of the stopped bus
to maximize visibility of
vehicles that may be
coming from either
direction.

Look both ways

State law requires
vehicles driving in both
directions to stop for a

bus that is loading or
unloading passengers
but students should not
rely on them to stop.

If items are left on the
bus, do not chase after
the bus.
