In the first principle and foundation prayer, St. Ignatius says, “The goal of our life is to live  

with God forever. God, who loves us, gave us life. Our own response of love allows God’s life to  

flow into us without limit.” At Fairfield Prep our students achieve this goal by participating  

in our Campus Ministry and Christian Service programs. Each year our student retreats  

and service program, including our service immersion trips, see great participation from  

the student body. The Kairos Retreats have over 150 juniors and seniors participate yearly,  

and three Urban Plunge Retreats which have over 50 juniors partake in service in the inner-city. 

Prep also offers immersion trips in Immokalee, Florida and Appalachia, as well as International 

Immersion experiences in Exuador and Jamaica. Approximately 60 students participate in these 

trips annually. In 2017-2018 Fairfield Prep students will completed an amazing minimum of 

23,310 hours of service.
