The Alchemist by Paulo Coelho (13.00 Paperback)

Paulo Coelho's masterpiece tellsthe mystical story of Santiago, an Andalusian shepherd
boy who yearns to travel in search of a worldly treasure. His quest will lead him to riches
far different—and far more satisfying—than he ever imagined. Santiago's journey
teaches us about the essential wisdom of listening to our hearts, of recognizing
opportunity and learning to read the omens strewn along life's path, and, most
importantly, to follow our dreams.

The Book Thief by Markus Zusak (12.00 Paperback)

Itis 1939 in Nazi Germany. Liesel Meminger is a foster girl living outside of Munich, who
scratches out a meager existence for herself by stealing when she encounters
something she can’t resist—books. With the help of her accordion-playing foster father,
shelearnstoread and shares her stolen books with her neighbors during bombing raids
as well as with the Jewish man hiddenin her basement.

The Secret Life of Bees by Sue Monk Kidd (12.00 Paperback)

Jane Eyre by Charlotte Bronte (5.00 Paperback)

Eyre has dazzled generations of readers with its depiction of a woman's quest for
freedom. Having grown up an orphan in the home of her cruel aunt and at a harsh
charityschool,Jane Eyrebecomesanindependentand spirited survivor-qualities that
serve her well as governess at Thornfield Hall. But when she finds love with her
employer, Rochester, the discovery of histerrible secretforces herto make achoice.
