The Lion and the Mouse, by Jerry Pinkney (*wordless picture book) 
In award-winning artist Jerry Pinkney's wordless adaptation of one of 
Aesop's most beloved fables, an unlikely pair learn that no act of kindness is 
ever wasted. After a ferocious lion spares a cowering mouse that he'd 
planned to eat, the mouse later comes to his rescue, freeing him from a 
poacher's trap. With vivid depictions of the landscape of the African 
Serengeti and expressively drawn characters, Pinkney makes this a truly 
special retelling, and his stunning pictures speak volumes.

From Algonquin Indian folklore comes one of the most haunting, powerful versions of the 
Cinderella tale ever told.  In a village by the shores of Lake Ontario lived an invisible being. All 
the young women wanted to marry him because he was rich, powerful, and supposedly very 
handsome. But to marry the invisible being the women had to prove to his sister that they had 
seen him. And none had been able to get past the sister's stern, all-knowing gaze.  Then came 
the Rough-Face girl, scarred from working by the fire. Could she succeed where her beautiful, 
cruel sisters had failed?

Anansi the Spider by Gerald McDermott Anansi the Spider is one of the great folk 
heroes of the world. He is a rogue, a mischief maker, and a wise, lovable creature who 
triumphs over larger foes.  In this traditional Ashanti tale, Anansi sets out on a long, 
difficult journey. Threatened by Fish and Falcon, he is saved from terrible fates by his 
sons. But which of his sons should Anansi reward? Calling upon Nyame, the God of All 
Things, Anansi solves his predicament in a touching and highly resourceful fashion.  In 
adapting this popular folktale, Gerald McDermott merges the old with the new, 
combining bold, rich color with traditional African design motifs and authentic Ashanti 
language rhythms.
