  Feb 28, 2019 :  Overnight Flight 
 Depart from the USA. 

   Mar 1, 2019 :  Paris 
 Paris greets you today! Take time to meet your ACIS Tour Manager, 
unpack and practice your French. (D) 

   Mar 2, 2019 :  Paris 
 Morning sightseeing with your Tour Mananger shows you  Notre 
Dame , the  Arc de Triomphe  and the  Latin Quarter . This afternoon 
discover the magnifi cent  Louvre , home of countless pieces of art 
including the  Mona Lisa  and the  Winged Victory . Then ascend to 
the  Eiff el Tower’s  top fl oor to enjoy spectacular views of the city.

   Mar 3, 2019 :  Chamonix 
 The high-speed  TGV  train takes you from Paris toward the 
French Alps and the city of Lausanne, Switzerland. Drive to the 
picturesque town of Gruyeres where you will enjoy a traditional 
Swiss lunch. Then visit the Maison Cailler Chocolate Factory before 
free time to enjoy the town. Continue on to picturesque Chamonix 
for dinner. (B,L,D) 

   Mar 4, 2019 :  Chamonix 
 Today enjoy a true  Alpine Adventure . In the morning travel up one 
of the highest peaks in the Alps,  Aiguille du Midi , named because 
it points to the midday sun when viewed from the valley below. 
A series of cable cars brings you to 13,000 feet for spectacular 
scenery and breathtaking views. Then speed on down a 1,300 
meter long track on the thrilling  Luge Alpine coaster . This day is 
sure to be a favorite.  (B,D) 

   Mar 5, 2019 :  Chamonix 
 Toda is free to further explore the Alps while in Chamonix. (B,D) 

   Mar 6, 2019 :  Cote d’Azur 
 Departing Chamonix, leave the scenic French Alps for the chic 
Côte d’Azur. The drive provides stunning views of Europe’s highest 
peaks. Experience the change in culture as you descend to the 
coast. (B,D) 

   Mar 7, 2019 :  Cote d’Azur 
 This morning, we’ll introduce you to the romantic sights of 
Vieux Nice with a stroll down the  Promenade des Anglais . In the 
afternoon, travel to  Eze , famous for its ruined castles and steep 
streets. Explore  Jardin Exotique  and then visit the  Fragonard 
Perfume Factory .
