
Suggested School Supplies for Ms. Rinker’s ELA Classes 

 Pencils – Ticonderoga or #2 Lead Pencils 

 Hand-held Pencil Sharpener 

 Pencil Case – 3-ring zipper pouch works well for binders 

 Eraser – White Pentel Hi-Polymer is suggested 

 Blue & Red Pens – gel or ball point 

 Black Ultra Fine Line Markers – Gel Pens or Flairs - 2  

 Colored Markers – broad tip 

 Colored Pencils 

 Highlighters (blue, green, orange, pink & yellow) – we use these colors 

for vocab 

 Index Cards – 300 (use for vocab) – lined on one side, 3x5 or 4x6 

 Loose Leaf Paper – college lined  

 3-ring Binder – 1 ½” or 2” – zipper close is very convenient to use 

 Pocket Dividers for Binder – Label “reading”, “grammar”, “vocab”, 

“writing”, “social studies”, and “other” 

 Hard Composition Book – 100 pages, non-removable pages 

 One Subject Spiral Notebook 

 One hole-punched Pocket Folder – labeled Homework
