A LEVEL ART AQA 
Component 1

Personal Investigation 60% of A level 
(96 marks)
Students are to conduct a practical investigation into 
an issue, concept or theme, supported by written 
material.

Component 2

Externally Set Assignment 40% of A level 
(96 marks)
Following a preparatory period, students must 
complete 15 hours of unaided, supervised time.

INTERNATIONAL 
BACCALAUREATE 
IN VISUAL ARTS
Visual Arts with a focus on art is offered at both 
Standard and Higher Level.

The core teaching is the same at both levels but Higher 
Level gives greater depth to experimentation and 
realisation of intent.
