Course Content: 

In art class, our course of study will continue to challenge each student per grade level, as we 
focus upon completing the task of a final project per standard based unit.

● Students will explore historical and cultural relationships and their relevance in art.

● Students will create work throughout the course that demonstrates increasing skill and 

ability. 
● Students will research, plan, and sketch ideas necessary for successful outcomes on 

classwork and final projects. 
● Students will improve their skills through learning new art vocabulary and concepts 

through classroom activities and projects.
