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HEALTH & SAFETY

Ensuring the safety of our campers is our priority. In addition to offering professional supervision by 
experienced teachers and an excellent ratio of one staff member per five students, the following steps are 
being taken:

Staff Training
Camps are supervised by experienced LFSF staff and educators who have been cleared by the school 
and state authorities to work closely with our camp ers.  Our camp staff undergoe training to review our 
guidelines to ensure that the best needs of our campers will be met.  Our number one priority at all times  
is to make sure that our campers are under constant supervision.

All camp staff and supervisors will receive a mandatory summer camp brief with a set of guideliness to 
follow along with all of our safety policies (fire alarm, allergies, lockdown procedures, etc.).
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First Aid Kits
A first aid/emergency kit is prepared for every camp by our school. Camp supervisors have them at all 
times. This kit includes: First Aid material, Emergency forms & Medical Forms.  Personal first-aid items 
(personal epi-pen or medicine to be brought by student).  These will be taken with us during all field trips.

Please complete the emergency form at the back of this booklet if your child IS NOT a student at 
LFSF.

PreK Camps: Only available to LFSF or Incoming LFSF students: 
Licencing Package - Camps with children under 5.
 
Please note that if your child is 5 years old in July ONLY and was in PreK for the school year 2018|19, 
you may have the option of entering your child into Camp Cote d’Azur (5-7 years old).   You do of 
course, still have the option of entering them into the PreK camp.  We highly recommend the second 
option.  Please email Christophe our PreK licensing Director if you have any questions or concerns.  
If your child is registered in one of the PreK camps and is an incoming  LFSF student you must have 
completed all of the the licencing documents before the first day of the camp.  Please note that if you 
do not hand in the licensing package your child will not be able to attend the camp.  LFSF is under strict 
California guidlines requiring all documentation to be completed and filed in a timely manner.

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RULES & BEHAVIORS

Our Values
We expect all students participating in our camps to behave in a way that is in accordance to our values 
and policies.  All of our camps follow our regular school policies.  

Behavior / Discipline
Children enrolled in our program are expected to be well behaved, polite to their fellow campers, teachers, 
and other camp or school personnel, and to respect the property of others and of the school. For their 
own safety, campers are expected to be with their assigned camp groups at all times, and to follow 
instructions.  Recurring behavioral problems will be reported by the camp supervisor to the parents and 
to the camp director. At that point, the camp director may call for a meeting with the parents, the teacher 
and the camper.  

Lycée Français reserves the right to deny a camper the opportunity to participate in camp if the child’s 
social conduct or behavior is deemed unacceptable or posing danger to himself/herself or others. The 
decision to exclude a child is taken by the camp director.

Tardiness & Absences
To report an absence or a late arrival, please inform us by sending an e-mail to your camp director 
ahead of time or by calling them directly.  Please note the following:  A fee of $6 per minute will be 
charged for any late pick up (including late pick up for daycare).

Please note that children are expected to arrive at camp no later than 9:00am. In case of tardiness, 
please take your child to the front desk. Such an occurrence must remain exceptional. On field trip 
days, students arriving after the departure of the group will not be accepted at camp that day 
and will remain on campus under supervision if this can be arranged.  If no staff are available to 
supervise, your child will not be admitted to camp.

For those that have chosen the shuttle service, 
please make sure to arrive at Ashbury at 8:15am as the shuttle departs 8:30am sharp and 8:45am at 
Sausalito as the shuttle departs at 9am.  The shuttle will leave Ashbury at 3:30 pm and arrive at Sausalito 
at approximately 4:00pm.  It will depart Sausaltio at 4:15 pm and arrive to Ashbury at approximately 

4:45pm.  Please be sure to pick up your child on time or at 5:30pm with daycare service.  
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Regular Drop-Off
Hours: 8:45 to 9:00am
We will be welcoming campers between 8:45 and 9:00am. Before 8:45am, we will only accept students 
registered for the before-camp daycare program.

If you come by car in the morning, please observe the  local rules especially at Ashbury campus. Please 
park outside of the white zone and then accompany your child by foot to the welcome point.

Regular Pick-Up
Hours: 4:00pm (latest pick-up 4:15pm)

Children that are not registered in after-camp daycare will be ready to leave camp at 4:00pm, and must 
be picked-up by 4:15pm at the latest.  Please note, a charge of $6 per minute will be applied to any 
late pick up.
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This summer, there is no car pick up service. Please come to the designated pick-up points in the 
adminstrative section of the camp (to be confired in your Summer Camp Welcome Email).  Camp 
supervisors or staff will welcome and ask parents and ask for an ID. After verifying that the pick-up person 
has been authorized, camp supervisors will release your child.  Please make sure to update camp staff if 
there is a change in pick-up personnle (you will need to complete the authoriazation pick up form ahead 
of time).

Transportation for our field trips and beach days is provided by the School. The LFSF school bus will be 
used for trips to various locations around the Bay Area. All students must wear their LFSF vest on field 
trip days.

Trips to the Beach & Swimming Center
All camps except PreK Camps will either visit the Hamilton Swimming Pool in San Rafeal or to a local 
beach for recreational or aquatic activities.   For a day at the pool or beach, please make sure to apply 
sunscreen on your child in the morning, and leave a bottle in his/her bag.  Have your child WEAR flip flops 
or other footware THAT DOES NOT INCLUDE SOCKS!  Please make sure to pack in a towel, bathing suit 
and a spare pair of clothing.  BE SURE TO LABEL ALL ITEMS OF CLOTHING & EQUIPMENT!!!  We highly 
recommend on these days to pack in a spare pair of under garments!  

We are providing pails, shovels, beach toys, and many fun activities are organized throughout the day.  If the 
water is too cold or where a lifeguard is not on duty, we will not be swimming at the beach.

Please remember to pack in your childs school lunch with snacks! 

Transportation to and from the pool and  beach will be provided by the school bus.  If you would like to pick 
up your child from any of these locations, please contact the camp director beforehand to obtain permission.

Water - Summer can be hot!
Water bottles – keeping well hydrated is essential during hot summer days. To help us accomplish this 
goal while being mindful of our environment, please provide your child with a refillable water bottle. Water 
fountains will be available for refills on campus.

Sun Cream + Hat Policy- Slip Slop Slap
Due to Californai licensing regulations, our staff can NOT apply sunscreen to your child without prior 
written permission.  Please be sure to email your camp director with permission or be sure to apply 
suncream to your child prior to the start of the day.  

Note: OUR STAFF WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY CHILD WHO IS SUNBURNED WITHOUT 
PRIOR WRITTEN PERMISSION.  We will enforce to the best of our abilities that a camper who does not 
have cream on, will be kept in shaded areas.

We also require that all campers require a hat to protect their face from the suns rays.  Our hat policy 
is simple: No Hat = No Play!!! Please make sure that your child has a labeld hat with them each day to 

camp.

Allergies and Dietary Restrictions
For children with any severe allergies, we ask that you please contact and communicat with the Camp 
Director prior to camp commencing.  Our staff have been trained to use epi-pens and we ask that you 
provide us with a spare epi-pen to store for the duration of camp.

Lost & Found Items
We will keep a bin of lost and found items for each camp.  We HIGHLY recommend that you label all items 
of clothing and equipment.  Please check the lost & found bin on each campus either daily or at the end 
of the week.  Note that any items that have not been collected TWO weeks after a camp has concluded 

will be donated to a charity of the school’s choice.
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WHAT TO WEAR / BRING

What Should I Wear?
Please send your child to camp with comfortable shoes for running and playing outside.
For days at the pool or beach, please wear flip flops or shoes that DO NOT require socks.

Campers must wear their LFSF Summer Vest during every field trip and recess|lunch time.  (Provided by 
LFSF)

Please be sure to thoroughly apply sunscreen before heading to camp every day, and on pool and beach 
days in particular.

What Should I Bring?
