BADLANDS NATIONAL PARK (SOUTH DAKOTA) - habitat for the black-footed ferret which is one of the most endangered
species, contains the largest undisturbed mixed grass prairie in the United States, once used as an Air Force bombing range
CRATER LAKE (OREGON) - created when a volcano called Mt. Mazama collapsed into itself, deepest lake in the United States
and the gth deepest in the world, William Gladstone Steel lobbied congress for 17 years to make Crater Lake a national park
GREAT SMOKY MOUNTAINS (NORTH CAROLINA & TENNESSEE) — most visited national park in the US, Appalachian Trail
¢ s passes through the center of the park, most popular attraction is Cades Cove which has historic log cabins, churches and barns
