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STAR PROGRAM INFORMATION 

STAR stands for the School Tax Assessment Relief program which offers a partial exemption from school property taxes. 

The STAR exemption program was established in August 1997. Beginning in 2016, the STAR exemption is no longer 
available to new applicants. Homeowners with existing STAR exemptions may continue to receive the exemption as long 
as they continue to own their current homes; however, new applicants may seek a credit issued in the form of a check and 
must register with NYS Tax Department to receive the credit. An individual is considered a new applicant if they purchased 
their home after March 15, 2015 or they did not apply for the STAR exemption by March 15, 2015. 

The amount of the STAR benefit under either the STAR exemption or STAR credit is the same regardless of how the 
taxpayer receives it. 

There are two types of STAR benefits: 

Basic STAR 
• Available for owner-occupied, primary residences where the resident owners' and their spouses' income is less than $500,000 
• Exempts the first $30,000 of the full value of a home from school taxes 
• For 2018-19, the maximum Basic STAR savings was capped at $1,711 and can increase for 2019-20 by no more than 2% 

Enhanced ST AR 
• Provides an increased benefit for the primary residences of senior citizens (age 65 and older) with qualifying incomes. The 

income limit is adjusted annually for inflation and is $86,300 and $86,000 for the 2019-20 and 2018-19 school years, 
respectively. 

• Exempts the first $68,700 (for the 2019-20 school year) of the full value of a home from school taxes 
• For 2018-19, the maximum Enhanced STAR savings was capped at $3,553 and can increase for 2019-20 by no more than 2%
