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MEMORANDUM

RE: Property Tax Freeze Propesals and Property Tax Extension Limitation Law {PTELL)

Overview

Governor Rauner's property tax freeze is hased on the current PTELL statute, and freezes one
variable in the PTELL equation: the inflationary increase used to caleulate the limiting rate,
which is currently, by law, the lesser of 5% or:CPI', Under the Governor’s property tax freeze,
the automaticjpflationary increase in the limiting rate is “frezen” at 0%. The Governor’s initial
Turnaround Agenda summary froze the inflationary increase for 2 years. SB 1046 (Radogno)
froze extensions indefinitely. SB 316-(Cullertan) proposes a 2 year freeze, for levy years 2016
and 2017 (2017 and 2018 for Chicago). SB 2152 (Radogno) also proposes a 2 year freeze.
Neither extensions nor individual property tax bills would be frezen. The extension can still
increase if other variables in the limiting rate equation change, as discussed below.

It is also important te note that some funds-are not subject to the PTELL/Freeze, and these will
be discussed in mare detail below.

PTELL

in 1991, the illinois General Assembly passedv:rhe Property Tax Extension Limitation Act,
commonly referred to as “PTELL” or “tax caps.” This law affected taxing districts in the collar
counties {DuPage, Kane, Lake, McHenry, and: Will). Tax.caps were extended to Cook Courity in
1995, and the fallowing year afl illinois.county.-boards were given the power to placea
referendum on the ballot asking county voters whether tax caps should apply in their respective
county. Currently, thirty-nine out of lliineis's 102 counties are under the provisions of this law.?
Tax cap referendums have been rejected in 11 counties.’

How the Freeze differs from PTELL
The Freeze differs from the current PTELL in three major ways:

1. The Freeze applies to all counties. PTELL applies to Cook Co., the collar counties

(DuPage, Kane, Lake, McHenry, and Will), and other counties if approved by
referendum.

2. The Freeze applies to both home rule and non-home rule taxing districts, where PTELL

applies only to non-home rule taxing districts, where applicable, but not to homerule
municipalites.

3. The “éxtension limitation”, the inflationary increase used to calculate the limitingrate,

becomes 0% under the Freeze. Under PTELL, the extension limitation is the lesserof 5%
or CPl.

The Basic PTELL/Freeze Equation

The Freeze is based on the PTELL equation, and so any discussion about the Freeze muststart
with understanding the PTELL. The PTELL is designed to limit the increases in property tax
extensions (total taxes billed). The PTELL does not “cap” either individual property tax bills or
individual property assessments. Instead, the PTELL allows a taxing district to receive a linited
inflationary increase in tax extensions on existing property, plus an additional amount for new
construction, annexations, and expiring TIF districts.

The taxing district’s extension is different from its tax levy. The levy is the taxing body’s revenue
request; the extension is the amount of taxes actually billed. The total amount extendedis

often less than the levy because of rate limitations, both under PTELL and other statutory rate
limitations.

PTELL slows thé'growth of tax extensions when property values and assessments are increasing
faster than the rate of inflation. As a whole, property owners have some protection from tax
bills that increase only because the market value of their property is rising rapidly.

The key equation in the PTELL and in the Freeze, is the limiting rate calculation. The limiting rate
calculation is as follows:



Limiting rate = Ax(1+1)

CEAV - NP - AX - TIF + DIS

Where:

A = aggregate extension base (prior year total taxes billed for funds subject to the
PTELL/Freeze)

| = inflationary increase (Under PTELL, this is CPl or 5 percent, whichever is less; or other

amount approved by voters for the levy year. Under the Freeze, this is 0; or other amount
- approved by voters for the levy year.)

CEAV = current EAV of district used in setting preliminary rates
NP = new property

AX = current EAV of any annexations

TIF = recovered tax increment value (after the TIF expires)

DIS = current EAV of any disconnections

The limiting rate formula allows a taxing district to receive additional taxes in proportion to the
value of property annexed, new property construction, and the TIF increment the year that the
TIF expires. If property is disconnected from the district, the extension is reduced
proportionally.

For the past five years, inflation has been relatively low. The following CPls have been used to
calculate the limiting rate since 2010:

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Executive Summary:

Goal: To identify major equipment which should be replaced each year, so that the Superintendent and Board of
Education can more reliably budget long term technology capital purchases.

History: The Minooka 201 District has been fortunate to provide the staff and students ampie amounts of
technology equipment to use everyday. However, much of the technology was purchased in the 2008, 2009 and
2010 summers. The technoiogy department continues to be focused on saving money and stretching the use out

of everything Minooka owns, but there is a limit to how far we can stretch equipment and still make it a usable
item in the hands of students.

Procedure: This plan identifies major items that need to be replaced over the next four years, based on a priority
(usage, technical specifications, support/warranty availability) and educational curriculum goals.
Each fiscal year, we have identified what items should be replaced, right before the tech department believes it

will reach the point where they are deemed unusable, maximizing every technology investment Minooka 201
makes.

Purchasing Example: In most cases, we are simply replacing hardware we already have. For instance, we'd

like to purchase 5 Chromebooks ($280 / unit) for every 4th grade classroom to replace the six year old netbook
($400 /unit in 2009) 4th grade currently uses.

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Student Technology Landscape:

The current K-4 classroom technology for students consists of student computer (thin clients), small netbooks,
and large old laptops. Most classrooms have between 3-5 student computing devices. All of these devices are at
least five years old, with many entering their sixth or seventh year of service. While some are still usable, we
need to plan to replace them. For the 5-8 classrooms, they generally have 3 student computers (thin clients) per
room, but the classroom environment is much more cart-based (entire classroom usage simultaneously). The
recommendation for 5-8 classrooms is to not replace the aging student computers (3 per room), but rather to

purchase additional computer carts (30 laptops per cart) to be shared amongst their team/building. Fine Arts and
Special Ed technology has been targeted for replacement or augmentation as well.

Student Classroom Technology Replacement: (K -2)

The target student technology per classroom in the K-2 setting would be (5) ipads per classroom, along with one
ipad per teacher. The iPads for Kindergarten have already been purchased and are accounted for this year's
Fiscal Year expenditures. Ipads would enable the daily 5 activities and other small group activities to engage in
educational applications, anywhere in the room. Current student computers may be requested to be removed by
the teacher (for space in the classroom, etc) or kept in for additional computing until they fail. We will not be

replacing old student computers after failure with new student computers, since the student iPadis considered
the student device.

Student Classroom Technology Replacement: (3 -4)

Purchase of (5) chromebooks per room. This would give each classroom a quick to start-up laptop that lasts all
day without recharging. The number of (5) was chosen by the Curriculum department as the optimal number of
devices per classroom while being fiscally responsible. Chromebooks have already proven to be a reliable, easy
to use device at the Intermediate and Jr. High. Current student computers may be requested to be removed by
the teacher (for space in the classroom, etc) or kept in for additional computing until they fail. We will not be

replacing old student computers after failure with new student computers, since the student chromebook is
considered the student device.
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Shared Grade Level Technology Replacement: (3 - 4)

Purchase of one mobile chromebook cart per grade level, per building. This would enable any classroom to use
the 5 chromebooks that are assigned to a room, plus a cart of (25) chromebooks to do entire class assignments.

Fine Arts: K-4:
Replace main computer lab at JES, AUX, WT. The Minooka Elementary School primary computer lab was

upgraded during 2014-15 school year. Investigate possible integration of ipads with music and artteachers and
determine quantity need.

Special Education: K-4:
5 chromebooks per class. Use Ipads as special circumstances dictate.

Shared Grade Level Technology Replacement: (5 - 6)

5th Grade & 6th Grade: Purchase of two additional chromebook carts, to get the INT building at a 2 carts per -

academic team ratio. Evaluate need for a cart to be purchased for a grade level shared usage, not assigned to a
team.

Shared Grade Level Technology Replacement: (7 - 8)

7th Grade & 8th Grade: Purchase of four additional chromebook carts, to allow for all subject areas equal
opportunity to a reliable computing platform. Evaluate the need for additional carts going forward.

Fine Arts: 5-8:
Fine Arts Computer labs will need to be replaced, with newer refurbished labs similar to the ones being

recommended for elementary buildings. Investigate adding additional shared chromebook cart for fine arts teams
at both buildings.

Special Needs Classrooms: 5-8
8-10 chromebooks per class. Tiffany has a grant to help pay for the lion share of this item.

Early Childhood & Pre-K:
Need further evaluation.
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Teacher Laptop Replacement:

Teacher laptops need to be replaced at the following buildings: WT, MPC, JH, INT, and Jones. We replaced Aux
Sable and Minooka Elementary teacher laptops during the 2014-15 summer. The laptop model at WT and MPC
is slower than the JH, INT, Jones model, so the recommendation is to replace WT and MPC buildings first.

Classroom Projector Replacement:

Most classroom projectors were purchased in the Summers of 2008 and 2009 and they have a life expectancy of
seven years. While a wholesale replacement is not warranted, we should start to budget for at least 10 projectors
failing per year. Failing speakers should be replaced in a case by case basis. There isn't a justification for
widespread ceiling speaker replacement across a building.

Elementary Secondary Computer Lab:

Each elementary (except Aux Sable for 2015-16) has a secondary computer lab. Investigation is warranted on
what type of device, and if we're going to continue having a secondary computer lab. This year (2015-16) we lost
the secondary (upstairs) computer lab at Aux Sable and turned it into a classroom. We are one dass section
away at Walnut Trails from losing their upstairs computer lab as well.

Wireless Access Points & Wireless Backbones:

At the JH and INT, where we have a lot of wireless devices (including BYOD), our access pointsare starting to
struggle keeping up. In addition, our access point model has reached ‘end of life’ status, which means the
manufacturer has stopped making firmware updates or offering basic support. We need to replace our wireless
access points and the switching backbone that routes its traffic, starting at the JH and INT. If we are to act in the
Spring of 2016, (pay for it in Summer 2016), we will be eligible for 50% E-Rate reimbursement. The elementary
buildings would also benefit from an upgrade, but the need is significantly higher at INT and JH. The Jr. High will

need to have new networking cables ran. Still investigating cost / benefits for Intermediate wiring specifications.
Many elementary buildings will need replacement network cabling ran.

Virtualized Infrastructure:

We currently operate six big processing servers and three virtualization storage servers at MES. The six big
processing servers and two of the three storage servers are entering the seventh year of service. Notable virtual
machines are: Web site, Library system, Nurse’s Aide server software, student home page, and many others.
Recommend replacement and consolidation from six processing servers to two new processing servers and
purchase of two replacement storage servers (one to act as a backup incase of primary storage failure).
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Bell System Replacement:

At four of our locations, it will likely be impossible to purchase replacement parts for our aging Bell system by
2017. We are currently recommending the investigation of replacing the Jr. High system, since we're outgrowing
its programming capabilities and then we could save the parts to be used at the elementary buildings to prolong

their bell system’s life. The speakers should also be investigated for replacement (on a case by case basis) when
upgrading.

Printing Consolidation:

Investigate the purchase/lease of large copy machines in an effort to move away from laser jet printers (which are

all over the building) to large centralized copy machines to reduce individual toner and maintenance costs across
the district.

Phone Servers:

We currently have one phone server per building. We have already replaced three buildings with phone servers,

with used hardware. We will be investigating the consolidation of 7 servers down to 4. The cost of each phone
sever would likely be under $1,500.

Login / File Servers:

We currently have at 8 login / file server across the district. We have already purchased one new server in an -
effort to consolidate staff and student files. We would like to purchase two additional login / file servers, at an
estimated cost of $3,000 a unit. This would reduce our login / file servers from 8 to 3 going forward.

Mass Storage Server:

We currently have one mass storage server, which holds all of our shared files and videos across the district. We
are recommending that we replace this unit with a similar style unit. The new unit would also be large enough to
store backups district wide, so we wouldn't have to automatically replace other smaller backup servers.

Camera Systems:

Particularly at the JH, there is a need for additional coverage (adding more cameras) to the current system. A full
analysis of each building location should be done with the help of the building principal and buildings and grounds
team to identify areas that lack coverage to a particular troubling spot.

Student GradeBook / Student Information System (SIS):

It is becoming more apparent that we might be outgrowing the capabilities of our current gradebook/SIS system,
TeacherEase. A committee of administrators, secretaries, and teachers has been created to evaluate alternative
solutions (i.e. Powerschool, Skyward, etc) and to formally recommend a changeover. We do already pay an
annual subscription to TeacherEase, so this wouldn't be a ‘new’ line item on the budget, just a different amount.
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Equipment Lifespan Expectations:

As stated before, the Minooka 201 Technology department prides itself on stretching equipment usefulness to the
last possible date. This table summarizes expected heavy use lifespan of technology equipment, which should be
used for developing future year plans to give the Board of Education a strategic perspective of upcoming '
technology expenditures. For example, the Chromebooks are expected to last 4 years of heavy daily use, so
after three years of use, we need to start planning for the eventual replacement of that device. This does not
mean we are arbitrarily recommending the replacement of hundreds of devices solely based on ayears of
service. All equipment will be analyzed and discussed for replacement or enhancement from both the Educational
Technology perspective and hardware /software support perspective annually. This analysis will help us

determine not only which device to replace (and if a different type of device is warranted), but in what priority,
maximizing the investment made in technology.

Procurement Opportunitiés:

Consider and evaluate the cost / benefits of leasing equipment and charging a student “technology fee” such as
$15 a student. Even with what some would consider a nominal fee of $15, this would generate nearly $40,000
even factoring in free and reduced exemptions for the District to use. Other school districts have the students
purchase equipment (over the course of 3-4 years to spread out the payment) so that when they graduate from

Minooka 201, they take the technology (i.e. chromebook) with them. Some school districts charge the full amount,
or half to the student and spread it out across multiple years.
