You can also

use it as a time to encourage better reading comprehension by asking

questions about the text.  Helping your child to go through a book and

tell a story by reading the pictures is another great pre-reading skill.

This encourages your child to use context clues that will help them

when trying to decode a big word.  In Chapel we talk a lot about the

most important book - the Bible!  We teach that the Bible is God’s

special book and that everything in it is TRUE!  The gift of reading is especially important as it opens the

door for them to start reading the Bible independently and building a stronger Biblical foundation.
