Children need to hear rich
language and enjoy the varied
illustrations of books by Rob-
ert McCloskey, William
Steig, Dr. Seuss, Bill Peet,
Chris Van Allsburg, Kevin
Henkes and Patricia Polac-
co. Ensure students are famil-
iar with characters in chil-
dren’s books such as Madeline,
Arthur, Olivia, George and Mar-
tha, Lyle the Crocodile,
Corduroy, etc.

Introduce your child to the
wealth of traditional folk and
fairy tales as well as share the
rhymes of poetry. Help them
find answers to their ques-
tions by reading some of the
wonderful nonfiction books
available for children.
