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Greetings, 
 

Another school year is drawing to a close and with that comes a good time to 

update district patrons on larger items of interest and changes that may be 

forthcoming for the next school year.  Before I get into updates I first would 

like to publically commend our students and staff on a great school 

year.  Our students are demonstrating academic growth while continuing a 

high rate of participation in activities and co-curricular programs that have 

seen a lot a recent success.  Our staff continues to develop their skills 

through professional development efforts that are proving to be effective and 

we are in the process of finding new and better ways to increase efficiency in 

operations and resource management.  The community has great reason to be 

proud of our students and the adults that work every day to help them suc-

ceed. 

 

Updates 

School Calendar 

Since the spring of 2014 we have been discussing schedule and calendar 

options to maximize the instructional time we have with kids while giving 

adequate time to teachers to plan for and fully deploy new knowledge and 

skills to increase learning in the classroom.  Needless to say, this has been a 

challenge given all the variables and constraints involved.  However, after 

much discussion, research, and debate we have developed an alteration to the 

current calendar and daily schedule that will allow us to move further ahead 

with initiatives that we know are good for kids and effective.  Below is the 

rationale I gave to the school board for recommending a change which they 

approved at the April meeting.  From a public perspective the biggest chang-

es are 1) a 30 minute late start on nearly every Wednesday throughout next 

school year and 2) no more early outs. 

 

Goals (what we set out to accomplish) 

1. Create a consistent staff development routine with appropriate frequency 
so K-12 teachers can gather in professional study groups to review student 

achievement data and collaborate on research action plans that improve in-

structional practices in the classroom. 

2. Improve the use of instructional time with students by getting rid of 
monthly early outs. 

Possibly save some money. 

 

Results (recommendation)   

Discontinue monthly early outs 

Start school 30 minutes late every Wednesday (with a couple exceptions 

due to holiday weeks) 

 

Rationale 

1. Staff will have adequate time on a weekly basis (Wednesday mornings) 
to continue working on improvement efforts that we know are effec-

tive.  Currently, they are doing it in rotating groups which is problematic, not 

best practice, and excludes some of our shared staff.  The proposed calendar 

would also mean that the elementary and high school would be on the same 

schedule which would allow interconnected work between upper elementary 

and middle school teachers.  Currently, we cannot do this. Staff would no 

longer be split in half as they are during the current weekly staff develop-

ment arrangements.  They would all be free as a group to gather as depart-

ments and/or grade levels.  K-12 shared staff could now be included in a 

meaningful way.  This would be a major improvement in our staff develop-

ment structure. 

2. No more monthly early outs.  This would be an improvement in the use 

of time that we have with students. 

3. The amount of student contact time (number of minutes that kids are at 

school) is virtually unchanged in the proposed calendar (less than 1% 

change).  72,357 minutes this year versus 71,760 minutes in the proposed 

calendar (-.8%).  In my opinion, this is insignificant. 

4. With all aspects calculated, there will actually be some increases in in-
structional time for students in the proposed calendar because of greater effi-

ciencies how we use the contact time we have with them. 

a. Junior high students would get back 1,200 minutes of instructional time 

over the course of the year in the proposed calendar due to the conversion of 

the current Tuesday/Thursday schedule to the Wednesday late start.  Instruc-

tional time for high school students was not impacted by the current Tues-

day/Thursday plan. 

b. Elementary students will get back 660 minutes of instructional time over 

the course of the year in the proposed calendar due to the conversion of the 

current Whacky Wednesday schedule to the Wednesday late start. 

 

5.    Financial impact is nearly a wash. 

6.    Activities/supervision will be in place (at no additional cost) for stu-

dents whose parents have to continue to drop their kids off at the normal 

time on Wednesdays.  Dover-Eyota said this was the single most important 

factor in terms of making the transition smooth with the community.  This 

along with early notice to families about the change are in our plans. 

 

Summary 

If you look at the minutes spent with kids, we will be at about the same lev-

els as we have always been previous to this year.  The big difference is that 

we are not spending any of those minutes on early out days which are in-

structionally less effective.  Additionally, we have found a more effective 

plan to get teachers together and work on things that we now know are mak-

ing a difference for kids in the classroom in terms of student achievement.  

 

 

Budget 

The current budget forecast continues to indicate a significant budget short-

fall in the coming years.  This is due to a combination of inflationary ex-

pense increases, flat enrollment, program expansion, and revenue support 

from the state of MN that is not keeping up with the CPI (inflation).  To 

slow the pace of deficit spending (reserves) we cut $225,000 from this 

yearôs budget.  Fortunately, most of these cuts were either opportunistic sav-

ings or operational expense reductions that were not directly related to kids 

and programs.   

 

We have already determined it necessary to reduce next yearôs budget (2015

-2016) by another $200,000 in an effort to further slow the rate of deficit 

spending while we await the outcome of the MN legislature session.  The 

outcome of that in terms of K-12 funding will dramatically impact our budg-

etary future.  The cuts for next year impact staff and programs that have 

proven effective for our students that are in need of the most help.  We are 

hopeful that another round of cuts for 2016-2017 of $200,000 is not neces-

sary, but as I write this the legislative session is still ongoing so our financial 

path is yet unclear.  Much like we did in 2011, it is quite likely that the 

School Board may need to consider asking the community of Chatfield for 

further support (operating levy) depending upon how things turn out. 

 

This is a tough position to be in.  We have determined what we need to in-

crease the learning of our students and staff and have put effective resources 

in place to support those efforts.  Now, we are forced to begin dismantling 

some of these things due to financial constraints.  I am very frustrated by 

this.  However, for every problem there is a solution.  So, we will continue 

to discuss how to proceed in ways that allow us to serve kids to the best of 

our ability. 

 

Facilities 

Currently, there is a community/school task force studying the present con-

dition of the high school in terms of maintenance concerns, safety issues, 

updates, and the effectiveness of educational spaces.  While there are parts 

of the building nearing 60 years old it has been well cared for and is general-

ly in pretty good condition.  However, it does have some issues that will 

need to be dealt with relatively soon.  To preserve the high schoolôs structur-

al integrity and maintain an appropriate level of service to students into the 

future (20+ years), a comprehensive study and determination of needs and 

desired needs to be done which is what this task force is currently do-

ing.  Sometime this summer, the school board will be presented with the 

findings of the task force and presented with a recommendation. 

 

I am honored to serve this community as the Superintendent of Schools and 

am continually impressed with our kids, staff, parents, and level of support 

from the community.  Despite occasional challenges and a future that ap-

pears uncertain at times, extraordinary things are happening in our buildings 

for kids and staff on a daily basis in terms of academic and personal 

growth.  Some of these things are visible and some are intangible.  Our job 

is to continually seek ways to remove obstacles so learning and teaching 

meets and exceeds the growing expectations of our young people both local-

ly and globally.

Hi All, and happy summer! Iôm very excited to start working with the 

Class of 2016 to help get them prepared for college! The summer be-

tween your Junior and Senior year is a big one ï time to start narrow-

ing down your college choices by visiting campuses, narrowing down 

what youôd like to study, and preparing for a grueling senior year of 

applications, financial aid, scholarships, and the scary ñWhat are you 

doing next year?ò question! Below are a few tips for surviving the 

summer before your Senior year! Note, those of you going into your 

Junior year can start doing many of these things as well! 
Do some soul-searching. Do you dream of moving far away, or is 

it important for you to live at home? Do you want to be in a large city, 

a rural environment, or a college town? Do you want to go to a four-

year school, a two-year school, or a certificate or training program? 

How about the military? How will you afford college? What activities 

are important for you to be able to continue in college? These are all 

things to consider before you begin applying to your favorite colleges 

in September! 

Visit Campuses! The number one tip is to visit. Itôs the only way 

to tell if you feel like you will ñfitò at that college! Ask questions ï 

How big are the class sizes? What is the food like? Do they have a ton 

of majors for you to choose from, or only specialize in a few key de-

partments? How do they help students who are undecided as to what 

to major in? How many students get financial aid? What is the four-

year graduation rate? What kind of services do they provide ï tutor-

ing? Counseling? Registration assistance? Scholarship searches? 

Housing guarantee? Four-year graduation guarantee? On-campus 

jobs? Easy transfer of credits between a two-year and a four-year 

school? 

Do your research! Find out what colleges have the best programs 

in majors you are interested in. If you are undecided as to what you 

want to study after high school ï it is okay! You have about a year 

and a half to declare a college major and still graduate on time from a 

four-year college. You can always start with your generals, and then 

move into courses in your major. HOWEVER, if you are thinking 

about Nursing, Medical/Pharmacy school, or Education, you often 

have to start your program right away! This means deciding on a ma-

jor before you start college will help keep you on track to graduate in 

four years ï which saves you money! If you are starting at a two-year 

school, ask about how credits transfer, and what you need to major in 

if you are planning to transfer.  

Start a list of accomplishments and activities. Itôs best to have a 

resume of sorts, so that when you are applying to colleges and schol-

arship programs, you have a go-to list of all of the things youôve done 

in high school, and all of the things youôve accomplished. Donôt for-

get volunteer opportunities youôve been involved in, and leadership 

roles youôve taken, and all of those honor roll and other awards 

youôve received over the years! 

Take the ACT if you havenôt already! You should take the ACT 

twice if possible. Ideally, both times in the Spring of your Junior year, 

one of which was the required test you took at Chatfield. However, 

there is time to take it again in the fall of your senior year ï either on 

September 12th, or October 24th. Those are the last two dates to take 

the ACT before scores are due to colleges for December application 

deadlines! You can sign up at www.actstudent.org.  

 

Search for Scholarships. Get on Fastweb.com and fill out a pro-

file. Start applying for those you qualify for. Start collecting people to 

be your references for scholarship applications.  

Memorize your Social Security Number. Youôll need it about 100 

times during your senior year! 

Apply early! Stop in and visit with me right away in the fall ï Iôll 

help you narrow your list of colleges (2-5 is ideal), write your essays 

(if applicable) and apply by the end of October if you are planning to 

attend a four-year school. All students should have at least one appli-

cation in by Thanksgiving! 

 

Students and parents ï feel free to email me if you have any ques-

tions, concerns, or thoughts throughout the summer. I am here to help! 

I will be in the office periodically and will occasionally check my 

email ï lolson@chatfield.k12.mn.us. Good luck!

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Make the summer a time of 
learning for your              
preschooler! 
 
Your preschooler doesnôt need to sit at a desk to keep learning over 
the summer. A few simple and fun activities will keep him engaged and 
motivated. When preschool resumes in the fall, heôll be ready for a 
successful year. 
Continuing to read with your child is the best thing you can do to in-
crease summer learning. Here are a few other ideas to consider: 

¶ Practice personal information. Does your child know your phone 
number and address? If not, help him come up with a rhyme or silly 
story to memorize them. Be sure to tell your child not to share personal 
information with strangers! 

¶ Search for shapes. Knowing shapes is a skill your child will need 
throughout his school career. Look for objects shaped like circles, 
squares and triangles. If these are easy, go on to octagons or penta-
gons. 

¶ Be scrappy. Help your child put together a scrapbook of his sum-
mer memories. He can paste photos or draw pictures of his experienc-
es. Then help him ñwriteòabout them underneath. 

Get more from a trip to the store. More knowledge, that is. Have your 
child help you look for the items you need. Read a word on a label and 
ask your child to point to the word and repeat it back to you. Show him 
the price and explain that this tells customers how much money they 
will need to buy the item.

Visit the library regularly. Give your child frequent opportunities to find 

materials that appeal to her. 

Take books with you. Bring them on trips, into waiting rooms and any-

where else your child might complain, ñIôm bored!ò 

Be creative. Listen to audio books. Play word games. Visit a museum 

and read about displays.
