Slips should be
turned to the front office at McKnight or St. Matthews.

10. An agreement to follow the technology check-out process.

The student’s use of technology will be monitored and is neither private nor confidential to
authorized supervisors within the tutoring program.

The expectations of participants in the after school tutoring program include: put downs and
disrespectful language are not tolerated and no drugs or weapons are allowed on the premises.
Students will not be allowed to leave the church grounds and return to the program for any
reason. | have discussed appropriate behavior with my child and I understand that my child
must follow all program rules.
