Admissions Process

What is the timeline for the Admissions Process at Roman Catholic High School?
The admissions process for students desiring entrance to 9th grade at Roman Catholic High School begins with the High School
Placement Test (HSPT). Any student wishing to attend Roman Catholic is required to take the HSPT.

Registration for the HSPT (Scholarship Entrance Test) is processed through the online application. Visit RomanCatholicHS.com to
register and make the $50 non-refundable payment no later than five days before the testing date.

a) 7th grade report card
b) 7th grade standardized test scores

e June 2024: Graduation!
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What scholarships and financial aid are available at Roman Catholic High School?

Academic scholarships are based on the scores of the HSPT. Needs based Financial Aid and Tuition Assistance can be applied for
using the FACTS Tuition Aid Form which will be available online in the Fall. No financial assistance can be awarded without
the completion of this form. All external academic grants and financial assistance REQUIRES the FACTS application to be
complete.

When will | be notified of my acceptance to Roman Catholic High School?
Decision letters are mailed on a rolling basis after the last test date. Some students may be required to schedule an admissions
interview based on the request of the Admissions Committee.
