motivation. Accepted high school students can take a maximum of 21 credits at the Dual Enroliment
discounted price.

If you are experiencing problems with the Safe Arrival AP, please follow the steps below:
If you have been experiencing issues with the app, please follow the below steps.

The steps to perform this refresh are:

1. Open the SchoolMessenger app.

2. Go to the menu in the upper left corner.

3. Choose contacts.

4. Once in contacts, press the refresh button in the upper right-hand corner.

5. This screen will still show an error, but when you open the menu from the upper left the second time, you will have

access to Attendance. Messages will also be populated with all recent messages you were sent.
6. At this point, your app should be functioning normally again.
