4. Obtain private lessons (60 hours). These hours must be outside of the preparation
of any classwork (submit Private Lessons Form).

5. Participate in advanced education programs (30 hours). Internships where students
received J Term credit do not qualify for this requirement (submit Advanced Education Form and
Essay).

6. Create and submit work for competitions and honors programs (30 hours). These hours
must be outside the preparation of classwork, and competitions must be outside of a course
expectations (with the exception that theatre emphasis students may use NCTC, CITA, or IT (submit
Competition Submission Form for each submission).

7. Complete service hours related to Fine Arts (60 hours). Service hours where students
were awarded credit for National Honor Society, or school required service hours do not qualify
(submit Service Hours Form).

Seniors must submit a “Fine Arts Distinction Checklist” by October 1 and submit all supporting
documentation before January 31 of their senior year to be recognized at commencement.
Students must have departmental approval of competitions and internships prior to involvement to
ensure their satisfaction of Conservatory requirements. If students desire to have conservatory
distinction listed on their transcripts during the college application process, they must submit all
required documents before October 1.
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
