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COUNSELING CORNER

COLLEGE-BOUND SOPHOMORES AND JUNIORS

On Saturday, October 19, 2019 the PSAT/NMSQT (Preliminary SAT/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test) will be
administered at Parkland High School. We strongly encourage all college bound sophomores and juniors to take the PSAT,
which is designed to prepare students for the SAT. PSAT registration for juniors and sophomores started in September. Late
PSAT registrations are charged $27, and no late regjstrations will be accepted after October 9. Please remember October 19
is the only date the PSAT/NMSQT can be administered to students at Parkland High School for the 2019-20 school year.
Juniors planning to take the SAT I: Reasoning Test should register for the PSAT/NMSQT, since it will provide an excellent
review of the writing, reading and mathematical reasoning skills needed for later testing. The PSAT/NMSQT score is not
posted on the high school transcript and therefore is an excellent opportunity to practice for future SAT Reasoning and SAT
Subject tests. As a junior, students taking the PSAT may also qualify for National Merit Scholarships.

Sophomores are encouraged to take the PSAT as an opportunity to practice critical reading, writing and math problem solving
skills. However, sophomores are not eligible for any merit scholarships. Please contact your child’s guidance counselor if you
have any questions regarding the PSAT and/or SAT offered by the College Board. Additional information regarding both tests
can be found at the College Board website at www.collegeboard.com.

INFORMATION FROM THE HEALTH ROOM

Now that the school year is in full swing, the Health Room would like to remind you of some important information.

FLU SEASON AND GUIDELINES FOR ILLNESS

The flu season occurs from October through April. Check with your doctor about getting the flu vaccine for your student. To
help stay healthy and decrease the spread of iliness in the school, we are encouraging all families to adhere to the following
guidelines for sending your child to school: Please keep your child home from school if he/she is experiencing any of the
following symptoms:

e Fever of 100 degrees or more
e Vomiting 11th GRADE PHYSICALS
. All eleventh grade students should return their
® Diarrhea physicals to the Health Room as soon as possible.
® Severe head cold Forms are available on the PHS website.
e Persistent cough NEW IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENT

The Meningitis Vaccine is required on or after the
student’s 16t birthday.

Students in the 11t grade will be required to have this
immunization on the first day of their senior year.

The 11t grade physical is a good time to be sure this
immunization is completed.

® Severe sore throat
It is advised that a student should be fever free for twenty-four
hours before returning to school. Please remind your student that
cell phone use is prohibited during the school day, and if they are
feeling ill they should come to the Health Room for evaluation.

COLD AND ALLERGY

Please be advised that the Health Room does not have cold or allergy medications. If your student has cold symptoms or
allergies, please medicate as needed before or after school.

MEDICATION

Emergency medications (epinephrine auto injectors and asthma inhalers) may be carried by the student during the school day
if the physician indicates this on the Medication Form (this form needs to be returned to the Health Room). Carrying
emergency medications at the high school level is encouraged because of the many activities the students are involved in.
Students who need medication during the school day will need to submit a parent authorization and a physician’s order for
prescription or over the counter medications. All medication, prescription and nonprescription, must be brought to the school
by a parent and/or guardian. Forms are available on the PHS website.

TIPS FOR TEACHING YOUR CHILD HOW TO
BECOME A GOOD DEFENSIVE DRIVER

Use your car as a classroom Ask your child questions about
the meaning of signs, signals, and pavement markings you
see. Draw their attention to both safe and unsafe actions of
other drivers to help them understand how to avoid accidents
caused by other drivers’ mistakes.

Use YouTube as a resource and search for 'Faces of
Distracted Driving'. You will find hundreds of short stories
(approximately 3 minutes long) of accidents caused by
texting and driving. Try to put you/your family in the
described situations and talk about how an accident like this
would affect you and change your life. Make the promise to
your child that you will not drive distracted and have them do
the same.

Talk About Driver Education Theory If you have a child
currently enrolled in the 10th grade Driver Ed Theory course,
ask them 'what did you talk about in class this week?' If they
say 'nothing', ask to see their folders which should be
up-to-date with the units we have covered to spark
conversation.

REMINDER Driving conditions in the Lehigh Valley have
changed dramatically in the last decade and continue to
change. Keep this conversation active even after your child
obtains their Pennsylvania Driver's License.
