周一，在我们的专业学习日，Mr.	Jacobson和Mr.	Bratton带领所有老师
进行了一次自我反馈并进行了分享，这些都和包容性直接相关。老师
们在和多元学习者们在NIS学习到了很有价值的理论，提出自己的假
设并将这些假设和研究进行比较，同时关注他人的视角也极其重要。

在NIS，我们不会雇佣某一种特定类型的老师。我们认为多元化的老
师团队能够反映出学生群体中的多样性。尽管英语作为教学语言意味
着我们教师中绝大多数都来自亚洲以外地区，但是这并不意味着他们
就没有各自不同的学习方法、关于学习的不同的假设和吸引学生的不
同的办法。乍一看我们的网站可能会令你留下一个印象，即NIS所有
的老师唯一的共同点就是拥有多年的经验和高水平的资格。但是事实
并非如此。我们有目的地寻找那些认可包容性行为有助于鼓励所有学
习者可以通过鼓励行为来进行学习的老师。

通过我们的IB课程，我们对学术的严谨态度鼓励了学生发出自己的声
音和选择。包容性实践的一个关键方面是通过交给学生如何自我倡导
来支持他们。没有这种技能，他们将很难在学习严格性-个人卓越性
方面达到最终目标。在任何形式的学习中，差异都是人类发展的重要
组成，学校文化的目标和使命可以帮助驾驭和发展才能。
