We use geothermal energy to harness the heat capacity of the ground 
to help heat and cool our buildings. The temperature of the ground stays 
relatively unchanged, so we absorb heat from the ground to help heat our 
building in the winter and then absorb heat from our building and transfer 
it to the ground during summer. This allows us to reduce the amount of 
natural gas or electricity needed for heating and electricity used for cooling. 
The system works by passing liquid through a system of wells drilled deep 
into the ground, which allows the energy transfer to happen with the earth. 
The liquid is then pumped into the building to air handling equipment that 
exchanges the energy to either heat or absorb heat from the building. As the 
District has built new schools they have been able to incorporate the use of 
geothermal energy. Currently, Sun Prairie High School, Horizon Elementary, 
Creekside Elementary, Token Springs Elementary and Meadow View 
Elementary all have geothermal systems.
