The class
decided to build a Pedal Powered Charging Station and shared their idea with fifth-graders at Lynnewood
Elementary School. The fifth graders loved that idea too and the class went to work researching and
designing one for the high school and one for Lynnewood. As a class, they applied for and received, a mini-
grant from the Haverford Ed Foundation to pay for the components. At the end of this semester, these
students will hand the project off to the Code, Create, and Construct physical computing class to add
automatic on/off when pedaling and other electronic pieces. The high school students enjoyed completing

the project for our "real world customers™ at Lynnewood Elementary.
