AEA charter schools and campuses may earn up to five
points for each of the following two indicators:

= Credit for graduation plan type awards AEA charter schools and
campuses bonus points for the percentage of graduates who graduate
under either a RHSP, DAP, FHSP-E, or FHSP-DLA graduation plan.

= Credit for EOC retest assessments awards AEA charter schools and
campuses bonus points for the percentage of EOC retest assessments at
the Approaches Grade Level standard or above.
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Districts and open-enrollment charter schools that choose to
participate in LAS for the 2018-19 school year are eligible to receive
accountability ratings under LAS.

LAS campuses who receive a C or higher state overall rating will have
the LAS overall scaled score applied to the state overall scaled score
for a 2019 accountabillity rating.

Districts and open-enrollment charter schools that choose to
participate must follow the procedures for implementation as they are
adopted in the 2019 Local Accountability System Manual.
