We wanted you to be aware that Chapter 17 contains
a reference to alcohol and Chapter 19 deals with the death of one of characters. Please preview these
chapters and address them as you see fit through discussion.

Reading aloud at home is valuable because it better prepares your child to be an effective reader. But it is also
a fun, worthwhile family activity. With the Mill Hill Reads program, we aim to build a community of readers at
our school. Everyone — students, parents, teachers, and even administrative staff — will be participating, and
we can all reap the many benefits.

Mill Hill Reads is a novel program in that children at all grade levels will all be listening to the same book.
Strange or daring as that may seem, it actually makes sound educational sense. Reading professionals
recommend reading material aloud that is beyond a child’s own reading level. And we also believe that you can
and should continue reading chapter books with your older children, even when they are able to read by
themselves. We have selected a title that can be followed, understood, and enjoyed by younger students, but
that will still captivate and stimulate older children.
