Regular activities are suspended:
The Pope has asked that confessions be
suspended, due to the risk to the priest and the

penitent. Please make a sincere act of contrition.

The 1%t communion programme will resume in
the Autumn.

The RCIA programme is almost completed, but it
is not clear when our 6 candidates can be
received into the church.

Baptisms and marriages have to be postponed.
The housebound will not be able to receive
communion during this period.

Funerals may take place but at the
graveside/crematorium only. A maximum of 10
people may attend. Memorial Masses will be
held for these people after the crisis is over.
Other parish activities (Hope in the Future,
Ignatian Habit, etc are all suspended)

Good Friday

Many people like to make the Stations of the
Cross during the morning. A sheet to help you
do this will be posted on line and printed copies
in the box at the Cenotaph.

The Solemn Passion Liturgy will be celebrated by
Fr Tim alone in St Peter’s at 3pm, again with
resources for those who want to follow along at
home on line or in the box at the Cenotaph.

Holy Saturday

Fr Tim will celebrate the Easter Vigil in St Peter’s
at 8pm. Of course there will be no Easter fire.
