P Clothespins

Write lowercase letters on clothespins.

Students match lowercase letters on clothespins to uppercase letters on a circle.

2. Taking turns, students choose a clothespin, name the letter (e.g. "a"), and place it on
the corresponding uppercase letter on the circle.

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Questions to Ask Before, During, and After Reading

These are questions to help engage students in discussions and conversations about reading.
These questions are just suggestions and other questions can be added to this list based upon
the type of reading students are involved in.

Before Reading

e What is the title of the book or text?

e What does this title make you think about?

e What do you think you are going to read about? (Make a Prediction)

e Does this remind you of anything?

e Are you wondering about the text or do you have any questions before reading?

e Skim through the article. Do any pictures, key words, and/or text features stand out to you?

During Reading

e What is happening so far?

e What does the word mean on this page?

e What do you think the author is trying to communicate in this part?

e What do you think was important in this section? Why do you think it was important?

e What can you infer from this part of the text?

e Where is the story taking place?

e Who are the characters so far?

e What do you think will happen next?

e What does this part make you think about?

e What questions do you have?

e What words help you visualize what the author is saying?

e Isthere a word that you struggled with? What is the word? Let’s break the word into parts and look at context
clues.

After Reading

e What was this text about?

e What was the main idea? What details from the text helped you determine the main idea?

e What did you learn from this text?

e How did the author communicate his/her ideas?

e What does this text remind you of?

e What was your favorite part and why?

e Did this text have a problem? If so, what was the problem and what was the solution?

e What is your opinion about this text? What are some parts that helped you make that opinion?
e What are some questions you still have about the text?

e Does this text remind you of other texts you have read? How are they alike and/or different?
e What is a cause and effect from the text you read?
