Conclusions:
Elementary Schools:
There is no requirement for additional elementary school capacity within the 10 year forecast
Middle Schools:
All Middle Schools exceed planned capacity within the 10 year forecast.
2017-18 total design capacity is exceeded by 8.4% (289 students)
There is imbalance in enrollment at the different MS's with Hyatts never exceeding capacity while Berkshire is 28% over design capacity in 2019 - 20
It is expected that the over capacity can be accommodated by methods other than construction of new facilities. Peak OOMS was 1120 which is very similar to
the expected peak demand for the 10 year forecast period which was 1150 at Berkshire in 2011.
High Schools:
All High Schools exceed design capacity within the 10 year forecast
2021-22 total planned stretch capacity (1800) for all high schools is exceed by 30% (1601 students),
2021-22 total planned ultimate stretch capacity (2200) for all high schools is exceed by 6% (401 students),
There is an imbalance in enrollment at the different HS's with the demand shifting over time from Liberty (20% overage in 17-18) to Orange (35% overage in 22-
23)
It is expected that the over capacity can be accommodated by a combination of schedule changes in combination with the Flexible Learning Programs
The Flexible Learning Programs have not yet demonstrated an ability to draw students from the high schools and it is expected that capital resources will be
needed to fully support those programs
2013-2014 actual enrollment - 16 students enrolled in two courses **
2014-2015 maximum enroliment - 360 maximum seats **
2015-2016 maximum enroliment - 480 maximum seats **
Regardless of the Flexible Learning Programs and schedule adjustments, it is still expected that some unknown resources will be needed to extend the capacity
of the existing high school facilities
