■ From 2014 to 2019, just 21% of the children’s books published featured a 

person of color and only 14% of books were written by a person of color. 

Please, seek them out. Buy them, read them, gift them. 

● Also of note, a study looked at all children’s books published between 1900 and 

2000: results found that no more than 33% of the books in any given year feature a 

woman or female animal, men or male animals were featured in 100% of the books. 

■ “OurStory” is a great way to find diverse books. 

■ “Biracial Bookworms” is another great resource to find diverse books. 

■ “The Conscious Kid” promotes access to children’s books centering 

underrepresented and oppressed groups and has some great resources.
