HARASSMENT, VIOLENCE AND BULLYING 3 
 4 
1. Everyone at District 280 has a right to feel respected and safe.  Consequently, we 5 

want you to know about our policies to prohibit harassment, violence and bullying 6 
based upon any kind of legally protected classification. 7

2. A harasser may be a student or an adult.  Harassment may include the following 9 

when related to race, color, creed, religion, national origin, sex, age, familial status, 10 
marital status, status with regard to public assistance, disability, sexual orientation, 11 
gender identity or expression, or any other class protected under the law: 12 
a. name calling, jokes or rumors; 13 
b. pulling on clothing 14 
c. graffiti; 15 
d. notes or cartoons; 16 
e. unwelcome touching of a person or clothing 17 
f. offensive or graphic posters or book covers; or 18 
g. any words or actions that make you feel uncomfortable, embarrass you, hurt 19 

your feelings or make you feel bad. 20 
 21 
3. If any words or actions make you feel uncomfortable or fearful, you need to tell a 22 

teacher, counselor, the principal or the Human Rights Officer and Title IX 23 
Coordinator, Craig Holje. 24

4. You may also make a written report.  It should be given to a teacher, counselor, 26 

the principal or the Human Rights Officer/Title IX Coordinator. 27 
 28 
5. Your right to privacy will be respected as much as possible. 29 
 30 
6. We take seriously all reports of harassment, violence or bullying and will take all 31 

appropriate actions based on your report. 32 
 33 
7. The School District will also take action if anyone tries to intimidate you or take 34 

action to harm you because you have reported. 35

8. This is a summary of the School District policies against harassment, violence, and 37
