Stein prides itself in giving students a second chance 

to succeed in school. Serving 11th and 12th grade 

students who are at least 16 years of age, the school’s 

primary goal is to help students earn their high school 

diploma by the end of their senior year in high school. 

• Students are referred by a counselor from a 

TUSD comprehensive high school or transfer 

from other alternative education programs.  

Students who move to TUSD from other continuation 

high schools enroll directly into Stein High. 

Stein Offers 

• An Academic Advisor ror each student who 

assists them with developing a plan to recover 

credits and to get back on track to graduate.  

• Each Advisor is also a current teacher at Stein.  

• Smaller classes sizes than that of the 

comprehensive high schools.  

• Online classes where students can recover 

additional credits at a self-guided pace.  

• Individual and group counseling. 

• Customized programming to meet each 

students needs. 

• All graduates complete school with a student 

portfolio that includes but is not limited to 

letters of recommendation, a scholarship essay, 

a record of completed community service and 

graduate exit survey.
